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Kathy Andriaôs Address to the County Board 

 

 Kathy And ria :  Chairman Dunstan and members of the Board.  My name is Kathy 

Andria, I am president of the American Bottom Conservancy and chair of the Illinois Sierra Club 

Flood Plain Taskforce.  I am here to talk about flood plain development.  Most of you live on the 

bluffs and might not fully understand the impacts of development in the flood plain.  When you 

develop in these areaôs storm water runs off.  Retention ponds sometimes work but when the 

ground water levels are high they do not, which is the case in the American bottom.  There are 

people living there who have over three (3) feet of water in their basements and hang their 

furnaces from the ceiling.  The bluff communities have reached down into the bottom to build 

warehouses and other developments and now Glen Carbon, and the University Town Center 

private developers, want to put a giant project on 900 acres in the flood plain, and they want tax 

payers to pay for it.  Star bonds, as Iôm sure you are all familiar with, diverts tax from the state to 

the site, funds can be used to buy land, prepare the site, build buildings and infrastructure.  There 

are many reasons to oppose the proposed star bonds bill, it will take money from the state that 

will harm economic development in local communities, just ask your Mayorôs and local 

businesses how it will effect them.  I want to talk to you quickly about Environmental Impact, 

levyôs are vulnerable, there are sand boils and antiquated equipment.  Climate change has 

produced more severe weather events, greater rainfall and higher river levels that weaken the 

levy.  The private developers want to develop in the flood plain because tax payers are taking the 

risk.  You voted to support the star bonds bill that was vetoed last year.  Itôs back.  Itôs now an 

amendment to a mental health and development disabilities act.  No hearings have been held and 

may not well be.  The flood plain is the wrong place to develop.  The developerôs say they will 

raise the site out of the 100 year flood plain.  An engineer has estimated that it would cost $148 

million to raise it 10 feet and to raise it the 13 to 16 feet that is required could cost more than a 

half a billion dollars, plus the dirt and compacting of the site.  That cost would be born by Illinois 

tax payers.  Levying currently costs the state of Illinois $250 million; there are letters from the 

state flood plain managers, a group of scientists and other organizations who are experts and they 

were unanimous in their opposition to star bonds.  The experts also say that all levyôs will 

eventually fail.  Our levyôs were built on sand and built to withstand earthquakes.  I would ask 

that you consider withdrawing your support for the star bonds bill. 

 

 Mr. Dunstan:  Just as a point of reference, this board has never taken a stand in favor of 

star bonds.

Dear Chairman, 

 

 This past year of 2009 saw the most exponential explosion of case appointments in the 

history of the Public Defenderôs office.  In 2008 the office was appointed to 1283 felonies.  In 

2009 those appointments jumped to 1968.  The 683 case increase in felony appointments 

represents a whopping 53.2% increase in felony case appointments over the prior year.  We are 

doing this ever burgeoning case load with one less full-time attorney and one less part-time 

attorney. 

 

 I am attaching for your review three separate exhibits.  The first day to day appointments 

for the month of December wherein the office was appointed to 194 felonies compared to 101 

felonies in 2008.  The second is the annual figures for 2009.  The third exhibit is the figures for 

2008. 

 

 The result of the dramatic increase in cases and the concomitant reduction in staff is that 

the office is experiencing an ever-growing backlog of cases.  This impacts both the quality of the 

representation that we can offer to our clients as more cases and less staff means less time to 

devote to each case.  It also means that more cases are continued from month to month resulting 

in bigger dockets for the judges, prosecutors, and court staff.  It also results in more prisoner 

ñdaysò for people in jail as their cases get continued.  The office tries to expedite the cases of 

people in jail but it is inevitable that as case loads increase, the amount of time between charge 

and disposition increase.  This results in the Sheriff having higher jail populations with all the 

additional expense for guards, meals, transportation and medical care also increasing. 

 

 If there is good news in this final report on 2009, it is two things.  First off, it appears that 

the appointments are leveling off and I do not anticipate that the figures for2010 will be much 

different than those of 2009.  The even better news is that Madison County is blessed with some 

extremely bright and talented attorneys who have dedicated themselves to providing competent 

solid legal representation to the indigent that are charged with criminal offenses.  It is my staffôs 

talent and dedication that prevents the collapse of criminal justice system.    
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Each time they step into Court, something they do on a daily basis; they preserve the 

Constitutional right of all the citizens of Madison County.  The loss of the precious safeguards of 

liberty for one person jeopardizes those rights for everyone. 

 

 I thank the County Board for their support over the last two decades plus that I have served 

as head of the office.  Be assured that I and my entire team remain committed to providing the 

best legal services we can to our clients and the taxpayers of this county.
