On behalf of Shell Oil Products US (SOPUS), URS Corporation (URS) is sending this Notice and Fact
Sheet. The purpose of this mailing is to provide the community with information on the ongoing
invesigation of groundwater in the Roxana area. This information has been prepared in accordance with
the lllinois Rightto-Know requirements and has been approved for distribution by the lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).

SOPUS has been investing groundwater in the area as a result of a historic benzene release from a
pipeline near the former Shell Wood River Refinery. URS has been conducting investigations to gather
additional information on the extent of benzene impact in groundwater amgheThe investigations

have also identified other hydrocarbons in groundwater generally associated with gasoline and petroleum
refining.

Delineation of the extent of impacted groundwater is still underway; however, work conducted thus far
has identifiel some groundwater impacts generally south of Seventh Street, between Route 111 and the
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refinery, and north, along the wdshce lineof the refinery. The enclosed Fact Sheet contains more
specific information concerning these investigations. Subsequent fact sheets will be prepared and
provided to you as the project progresses.
