Organized Levee Districts, Illinois and Missouri. This letter serves to noéfpublic of the Public

meeting will be conducted on July 15, 2010 from 10:00 am till 12:00 pm. The meeting will be held at the
second floor auditouim of the Robert A. Young Building in downtown St. Louis located at 1222 Spruce
Street, St. Louis, MO 63103.



Certain reaches of this levee system have experienced levee slides or slumping, generally attributable to
the properties of the highly plastic gtafrom which the levees were constructed. The high plasticity soils
must be replaced or modified to lower the risk of failure and meet the standard Corps of Engineers criteria
for flood control projects. Several alternatives, from no action to remodaleplacement of the

impacted levee segment, have been considered. The recommended plan consists of repairing the deficient
levee sections using a lime/fly ash injection technique. This method involves injecting a slurry of

hydrated lime and fly ash e¢gular intervals into the levee slope using a series of injector rods on a track
mounted vehicle.
