Marathon Petroleum Company LLC, 539 South Main Street, Findlay, Ohio, 45840, has applied to the
Illinois EPA for an air pollution control construction permit to modify the tank truck loading rack and six
storage tanks at its petroleum terminal located at 1402 South Delmar in Hartford. The modifications
would allow increased throughput at the loading rack and storage tanks and would allow the uncontrolled
loading of distillate products and addition of backup portable control devices at the loading rack. The



modification would also increase the permitted emission limits from the loading rack and storage tanks.
The project would not be a major new source or modification of air emissions as defined by the federal
Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) rules, 40 CFR 52.21 or the state rules, Major Stationary
Sources Construction and Modification (MSSCAM), 35 IAC Part 203.

Marathon has also requested that the Illinois EPA issue a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit
(FESOP) for the terminal facility. The 1990 amendments to the Clean Air Act require potentially major
sources of air emissions to obtain federally enforceable operating permits. A FESOP allows a source that
is potentially major to take operational limits in the permit so that it is a non-major source. The permit
will contain federally enforceable limitations that restrict the facility's emissions to non-major levels. The
permit will be enforceable by the USEPA, as well as the Illinois EPA. The FESOP would include the
changes requested in the draft construction permit.

Based on its review of the applications, the Illinois EPA has made a preliminary determination that the
applications will comply with the applicable environmental regulations and has prepared draft permits for
public review.

Introduction

This Fact Sheet #2 provides information on upcoming field work in Roxana, Illinois. Shell Oil Products
US (SOPUS) is conducting this work to address a historic benzene release and other petroleum
hydrocarbons discovered during investigations of that release. This upcoming field work was the subject
of a revised Work Plan, submitted January 22, 2009 to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency
(IEPA) and was approved by that agency on May 14, 2009. The upcoming field work will be overseen by
the IEPA. This Fact Sheet supplements information contained within Fact Sheet #1, dated February 13,
2009.

Work Description

The work to be performed includes characterizing and sampling subsurface soil, groundwater and soil
vapor in the area generally bounded by Route 111 to the west, First Street to the north, and the Wood
River Refinery to the east and south. The work is planned to take place in the public road rights-of-way.
The attached figure shows the approximate investigation locations.

Most of the work will be conducted using truck mounted equipment and results in a borehole no larger
than 12 inches in diameter. At most locations, the boreholes will be backfilled upon completion.
Monitoring wells will be installed at certain locations for future groundwater and soil vapor monitoring.
The work will be conducted by various contractors under the supervision of URS Corporation.

The work will begin in late June and is expected to finish in September. Work will generally be
conducted Monday through Friday, during normal daytime hours. Please be aware of potential short term
lane alley closures that may coincide with the work being performed.

Upon completion of the work and compilation of the data, a report will be filed with IEPA in the fall,
2009 and, after review and approval by IEPA, will be made available to the public.

Re: Request for Equipment Replacement

The Madison County Detention Center utilizes an audio monitoring /communication system that allow
personnel in the Control Room to audibly monitor and talk to residents in their rooms, as well as
communicate with nearly all areas of the facility. This system is an integral component of insuring the
safety and well-being of detainees, and as of May, it is no longer operational.

We have had three electronics repair companies (Tech Electronics, Will Electronics, and Corsair
Controls, Inc.) attempt to repair the system since it began to fail in mid May. All three confirmed that the
system we have cannot be repaired and must be replaced.

The absence of an operable monitoring system greatly increases the County's liability should someone
become injured or ill and the staff in the control room were not alerted in a timely fashion. In addition, the
potential for delayed response to attempted escapes or detainee altercations is greatly heightened without
a reliable communication system to insure manpower can be dispatched quickly to where it is needed.

As the Superintendent, | respectfully request that the County take steps necessary to replace the audio
monitoring/communication system as soon as possible.
