He was 

a very important person in those battles.  Our family has been blessed for Tony to come home safe is 

worth more than anything in the world.

Carrie Cohanôs Address to the County Board 

 

Thank you to the Madison County Board and the other elected officials for the opportunity to give you an 

update on the Madison County Child Advocacy Center. 

 

I want to begin my comments by telling you a story of an eight year old boy who I will call Joe.  Joe 

walked into the CAC last year and immediately asked the staff to get on their computers and find him a 

foster home.  Although Joe is developmentally delayed and at times difficult to understand due to speech 

problems, he was able to discuss with one of our forensic interviewers the details of abuse he suffered 

while in his home.  He disclosed chronic and horrific abuse by his mother and step father, who both 

engaged in sexual relations with Joe. 

 

Through collaboration and the excellent work of the Madison County Sheriffôs Department, the 

Department of Children and Family Services and the Madison County States Attorneyôs Office, Joe now 
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lives with his biological father and is doing well.  Although Joeôs mother was hesitant to confess to the 

crime due to losing her public housing, she has secured a long term placement in public housing at the 

Department of Corrections for the next fifteen years.  In addition, the step father, who had previous 

allegations of sexual abuse on his record, is serving a twenty five year sentence in prison. 

Unfortunately there are children in our neighborhoods, like Joe, who are being abused every day.  These 

children rely on the professionals in their community to take their cases seriously and provide an outcome 

that is in the best interest of the children and the community at large.  We are fortunate to have an 

excellent multidisciplinary team in Madison County, consisting of law enforcement, child protection, 

prosecution, medical experts, mental health professionals and the CAC staff. 

 

With the help of approximately twenty multidisciplinary team members, the CAC is preparing for 

accreditation through the National Childrenôs Alliance.  The CAC will apply for accreditation in 2009 and 

as an accredited member of the NCA will benefit from access to funding, training and technical assistance 

and the power to influence the CAC movement on state and national levels. 

 

Although child abuse is a tragedy that we all wish did not exist, it is an honor to work with an assistant to 

handles these cases with confidence, collaboration and compassion.  Thank you for your support of the 

Child Advocacy Center and the privilege to serve your community and our most vulnerable members. 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  I would like to say that I think Carrie does a tremendous job.  Every year we have a 

display of hanging cut out pink and blue figures which represents each girl and boy that has been abused.  

This county is going to continue to do what they can to support your center until there is none of those 

figures hanging. 

 

Bill Mudge:  For those of you in the crowd that donôt know Carrie, Carrie Cohan is the executive director 

of the Child Advocacy Center.  She has been in this position for about a year and a half.  She is doing a 

wonderful job.  We are not only doing numerous interviews for children affected by abuse and neglect, 

here in Madison County.  We are becoming a regional leader in this as well, and a lot of neighboring 

counties are having children interviewed as a courtesy at our facility, we are well on our way to 

accreditation and I give Carrie and the rest of the staff credit for that.

Lesa Jacksonôs Address to the County Board 

 

My name is Lesa Jackson and on October 30, 2008 a tragedy happened in my familyôs life, this tragedy 

also happened to Madison County.  I received a phone call that my husband and father in law had been 

found dead.  I made a two hour trip to Williamson where I found several officers already over three hours 

into their investigation. 

 

I was interviewed by one of the detectives on the scene and then told they would get back to me in a little 

while.  What seemed like hours later, two bodies were removed from the house.  Major Lakin and Captain 

Wells came to us and were able to give us some information.  We were told that the bodies of John 

McAfee and Kelly Jackson had been removed from the house and the case would be handled by Madison 

County and the Major Case Squad.  The ten to eleven man power that I had witnessed searching for 

answers would now increase to thirty plus and the words ñhomicide investigationò and ñcould you please 

come to Edwardsville and we will do everything in our powerò became words that no 42 year old mother 

of three could ever imagine she was hearing. 

 

After arriving in Edwardsville, I was taken into a room and interviewed by two detectives.  While this 

was going on, my brother in law who was seated in the entry way watched as officers entered and exited 
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the Sheriffôs Department on their way to and from to the house trying to put our lives back together as 

best as possible.  Before I left that night, I once again met Major Lakin and Captain Wells and was taken 

to view a room full of detectives all working to find out what had happened. 

 

I found myself on the way back to Greene County to tell my children not only was their father and 

grandfather gone, but something had gone majorly wrong inside that house and their father was 

considered a murder victim.  My only help in this matter was that I was able to tell my children that I had 

seen the best of the best working to find out what had happened and who could have done this to their dad 

and grandpa.   

 

I had been my children for the fact that we may not know who had done this for a very long time.  But 

before we had the arrangements for Kellyôs memorial made, I received a call that an arrest had been 

made.  The fantastic job that the Madison County Sheriffôs Department had done, gave my kids and I the 

ability to have my husband cremated and hold his memorial service, knowing that the man who had 

ripped Kelly and John from our lives would be sitting in a jail cell. 

 

The care and concern that my family has received from all of these departments is the reason I thank God 

for each and every one of them knowing they have done everything they can to fix our lives.  This County 

should be proud of these men and women whose dedication to their jobs and to people they donôt even 

know, allows justice to be done for us.

Mike McAfeeôs Address to the County Board 

 

I can be very brief, since Lesa already gave you the details.  I am mainly here to thank Major Lakin and 

the entire police force and everyone who helped out me and my family.  I can tell that the one prayer that 

would be done before I buried my father which happened.  I never had to ask someone about calls, I could 

call at 2 A.M. or 2 P.M. somebody always answered the call.  When I had the house opened, I had three 

people over there helping me, staying there just to see if we were ok.  I had followed up call, paperwork 

done; even today when I filed my paperwork, everyone has been more that cooperative.  I canôt thank 

everyone enough.  I donôt think you understand, until you see something like this on television how bad 

this stuff is, but how easy it came be made with people that are in the Madison County Police Force.  My 

hats off to them, this is why my family put an ad in the paper personally thanking everyone.  Words 

cannot describe how thankful I am.  I just want to say that they need to be congratulated and appreciated.  

You cannot put a dollar amount on what they did for me.  Thank you. 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  If I could recognize, John Lakin, Sheriff Bob Hertz and anyone else from the Sheriffôs 

Department, please stand and be recognized.

Phil Sandbachôs Address to the County Board 

 

Good Afternoon everybody, I work for the Regional Office of Education and right now my position is 

principal at a new place in Troy called the Center for Educational Opportunities.  I wanted to basically 

just acquaint everyone on the services that we offer.  We house three programs at our place in Troy and I 

want to briefly explain each program.   

 

The first program is the Educational Therapy Center (ETC).  This is a program for special education 

students that have been referred out of their home district and they come to us for a behavioral reason.  
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What we do is work with them for a period of time and we try to get them back to their home district as 

soon as possible.  ETC has been in existence for about thirty years at various locations.  Over the summer 

we did move to this building in Troy and for those of you acquainted with the school buildings in Troy, 

we are at the former Freeman Elementary School. 

 

The second program we have is CEO, which is the same as the building name.  This program serves 

regular education students who are either expelled, expulsion eligible or have multiple suspensions from a 

home district.  Keep in mind we work with all districts in Madison County.  Students come to us for the 

period of time that the home district recommends.  We work with them again for the behavioral reason 

that might have sent them our way.  The other thing is we can award credit for the time they are with us.  

As you know for an expelled student, particularly if you are a senior, it can really impact your future if 

you are going to go to college the following year or whatever the situation might be.  We have had a few 

gratified parents that expressed happiness that students had some place to go and received credit and kept 

on track.  A few years ago, an expelled student simply sat out.  I think the thinking is that the place to go 

and credit earned is a better alternative.  

 

The third program we have at our school is called STOP.  This stands for short term option program.  

This is a program for suspended students from three districts, Collinsville, Triad and Highland.  This is a 

pilot program, head up by Dr. Daiber.  This gives a chance for suspended students to spend their time 

with us to complete their work and receive credit for it.  This has been a great opportunity for them and 

the district is happy with it.  We think that the program will continue.

Larry Evansôs Address to the County Board 

 

Good evening County Board and elected officials.  On November 4, 2008, 96,000 people, 81% of those 

who voted, voted to continue the Sheltered Care services.  81% is a bi partisan percentage.  The Sheltered 

Care won in every district whether or not the board members supported the Sheltered Care.  96,000 voters 

were portrayed in print as not knowing the difference between a pet and a person.  This reflects contempt 

for the people on whose behalf we claim to govern.  96,000 voters understand the right of the people to 

peaceably assemble and to petition the government of their address to grievances.  96,000 voters 

understand what it feels like to be ignored right along with the residents of the Sheltered Care Home.  

They do understand budget issues and they understand they are being sacrificed.  After five months there 

are no placements for the residents that remain.  There are no contracts to build and the people of 

Collinsville are not very warm to the idea of building a facility in their community.  Edwardsville has 

been and is that community that accepts with pride such a facility.  It has done so since 1867.  There is a 

law suit pending on the behalf of the residents.  I ask you if defund prematurely, if you lose the lawsuit, 

would you be able to comply with the order of the court?  This is a bi partisan issue.  It speaks to 96,000 

people who say that this is their value; they want to do unto others as they would have others do to them.  

Donôt just go along to get along.  Think this through.  The mess you create may be bigger than the mess 

you are in.

RE: Railroad Crossings in need of Repair 

 

Dear Honorable Von Nida: 

 

We have put off this letter for a long, long time. In regard to the above railroad crossings, we offer the 

following: 

 

Alby Street Railroad Crossing (North end of Alby Street) in Alton, IL near the intersection of Alby and 

Humbert Road:

This crossing is atrocious, appalling and disgusting. All the work that has been done on this crossing has 

been a waste of taxpayer money... The last time the crossing was closed (closed for 1 week), when it 

reopened, you could not tell any difference between then and prior to the closing. Sometimes, we feel that 

it is even worse. You fall into the crossing and bounce out of it. There is a large hole on the right side of 

the crossing (coming from Humbert Road) that is almost impossible to miss. We have heard the excuse 

that is on a curve or lower on one side or the other; that is not true. Other crossings, we have encountered, 

have the same ramifications and you do not even notice when you cross the tracks. If the bottom is falling 

out of the crossing, shore up the bottom.

We feel that they are simply doing a poor job so they will have a job to do 

over again. 

 

Tolle Lane in Godfrey, IL: 

 

This crossing has also been worked on a great deal. It is on a curve and one side is lower than the other, 

however, it was wonderful when it was reopened and remained so for several years. Now we notice that it 

is starting to deteriorate, not nearly as smooth as previous but still workable. 

 

We wrote to Evelyn Bowles when she was in office and she saw to it that the correspondence was 

forwarded to a person in charge at the railroad or whatever department handles these complaints. We 

would appreciate hearing from you as to any outcome. We realize there are lots of railroad crossings 

throughout the United States and granted probably all of them are in need of repair; but fixing them right 

the first time would make the redoing a lot less often. My father use to tell me, God rest his soul, that 

"there is never enough time to do it right, but there always time to do it over".
