to discuss the current state of affairs in supportive housing in lllinois and nationally. Given that Illinois is
shaped significantly by national standards, | will during the next three minuted)lisays", _but when

doing so, am referring to national trends as wélinois like most states finds itselinderresourced to
provide sufficient, safe, affordable housing for persons who are mentally ill. It is estimated that the Metro
East area could use an addiabr2000 beds of supportive housing to meet an unmet need for safe
housing. Without these resources, persons who are mentally ill are frequently living in costly institutions,
or substandard housing that exposes them to unscrupulous landlords and othtxkevwddvantage of
them. In order for the County Board to make an informed decision about maintaining the shelter care
home, it will be useful to review, the discrepancy between what we have and what we need; the types of
housing already available in tleeunty, how it is funded, and what the current state of thinking is for
future housing resources in both lllinois and on a Federal I&alison County's beds for persowho

In Madison
County persons who live in supervised or supported housing have expressed feelings of gratefulness for
securingthis type of housing.The available research is overwhelmingly supporting a move away from
congregate settings and favoring individual and or shared unit-8ebeétlroom) apartments where the
client has a lease, subsidized rent, control over most iofdisability payments (if any), and a choice to
participate in programs regardless of the level of disability or the acute natherafymptoms. In many

parts of the country, housing is being offered to clients who are mentally ill regardless ¢htuse to
participate in treatment at all. This "Housing First” model is a bit controversial, but has met with huge
success in getting homeless, mentally ill individuals off the streets and into safer environBesratsse

of the influence ofthese trensl It is not possible to get the State of lllinois to license or financially
support morehan 16 beds in a single prograiit.is not possible to get the State of lllinois to license or
fund programs that do not conform to a new housing definition cakechgnent supported housing.
Starting this year, the state of lllinois is only funding programs for persons who are in settings with
individual or shared apartments, where the client has afleaget space and subsidy for their rent when
possible. Thewre still funding 16 and under programs with staff on site 24 hours a day in this model.

In my 20 years of professional experience, providers have been able to work successfully with some of
the most acutely ill clients in these various types of settings previously discudsesbhmeone who is
concerred with housing for the mentally ill, | appreciate the County Board's past commitment to fund this
service. As someone who has been involved with housing programs both on a clinical and policy level,
we can do amazing things even in the absencmstitutional care. As someone who writes grants
seeking funding for programs, | can assure you that if you want assistance from the state or federal
government to assist with housing the seriously mentally ill, you will need to move to a permanent
suppotive housing model.In lllinois, this support will not be available unless the provider is working
with 16 or less under one program license.
