On October 24, 2007, the lllinois Commerce Commission (the "Commission") approved the "Application
for Stateissued Authorization to Provide Video Service," filed by AT&T lllinois and granted it authority
to providevideo service in the requested video service area footprint.

That provision
requires a video provider, such as AT&T lllinois, after it has provided service for one year, to make an
annual report stating that it is meeting thtandards specified in the Act, identifying the number of
complaints it received over the prior year in the State, and specifying the number of complaints related to
each of the following: (1) billing, charges, refunds, credits; (2) installation orrtatimn of service; (3)
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quality of service and repair: (4) programming; and (5) miscellaneous complaints that do not fall within
these categories.

Prior to offering video services, AT&T lllinois implemented procedures and proceeségned to

Bu, | have completed my research and conclude that Mr. Hocher does not need a special use permit for
several independent reasons and, therefore, through me with this letter, he is formally withdrawing his
pendng request for such a permit. | am led to believe, then, that nothing will take place at the April 15,
2009 scheduled hearing. My reasoning is as follows:

1. Like many of those involved in this matter, | also conclude that if a landowner and his ¢éamily
shoot on his own rural property, he can shoot at a clay pigeon just as well as he can shoot at most
anything else without any permission from government.
