THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT is entered into this 12th
day of March, 2010 between those taxing bodies that derive revenue from the WRB Refining LLC Wood
River Refinery who take formal action to approve this IntergovernmentapeéZation Agreement and
become members in the Wood River Refinery Taxing Bodies Consortium, as follows:
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Wood River Township Hospital, Wood River Levee and Drainage District, South
Roxana Fire Protection District, Village of SolRwmoxana, Choteau Township, Choteau Township Road
and Bridge District, Hartford Public Library District, St. Louis Regional Airport, Roxana Public Library
District, Wood River Township, Wood River Township Road and Bridge District, Village of Hartford,
Roxana Park District, East AlteVood River High School District 414, Hartfekfood River School
District #15. Lewis & Clark Community College District #536, Madison County, Village of Roxana and
Roxana Community Unit School District #1 are all public taxiogibs that are authorized to levy and
receive ad valorem real property taxes from those parcels that comprise the WRB Refining LLC Wood
River Refinery (hereinafter "Taxing Bodies" and "Refinery" respectively); and

WHEREAS, the Taxing Bodies heretoforetered into an agreement titled Wood River Refinery
Intergovernmental Agreement of 2004 with ConocoPhillips Company providing for the assessed
valuation of the Refinery for tax years 2005 through 2010, among other things (hereinafter "2004
Agreement"); and

WHEREAS, ConocoPhillips and EnCana are currently engaged in the WRB Refining LLC
(hereinafter "WRB") Wood River Refinery expansion project; and
WHEREAS, WRB has heretofore proposed to the Taxing Bodies that the 2004 Agreement be amended
and extended thumgh tax year 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Taxing Bodies deem it to be in their respective best interests, and the interests of
their respective constituents and property taxpayers, to secure the advice and counsel of professional
firms and individualsqualified and experienced in the valuation and real property taxation of large
industrial facilities, including oil refineries, such as the Refinery, in order to evaluate the proposal
received from WRB and to secure the knowledge necessary to negotteaadf equitable agreement
with WRB, taking into consideration their respective best interests and the interests of their respective
constituents and property taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, Atrticle VII, Section 10 of the lllinois Constitution of 1970, authedainits of local
government and school districts to contract and associate among themselves to obtain or share services
and to exercise, combine, or transfer any power or function in any manner not prohibited by law or by
ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Inergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220/1,ei seq.) authorizes public
agencies, including units of local government, school districts and community college districts, to
exercise, combine, transfer and enjoy jointly their power, privileges, functioaatiority with other
public agencies; and

WHEREAS, the Taxing Bodies deem it to be in their respective best interests and the interests of
their respective constituents and taxpayers to create the WoodReifreery Taxing Bodies Consortium

lllinois Open Meetings Act shall be deemed members of the Consortium (hereinafter "Members"). A list
of the Taxing Bodies and the dates when their governingdlbdapk formal action to become Members
of the Consortium is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.

3. The Members of the Consortium have retained Whitt Law LLC to provide legal services to the
Consortium relative to the creation of the Camism and those issues for which the Consortium has been
organized. The Members acknowledge that Whitt Law LLC commenced rendering services to the
Consortium on March 12, 2010 and will continue to render services to the Consortium until the firm
exerciseits right to withdraw from representation of the Consortium or is discharged by the Consortium
pursuant to its engagement letter with the Consortium dated March 12, 2010.

4. The Members of the Consortium hereby appoint the Board of Education of Roxana
Community Unit School District #1 (hereinafter "the Roxana School District") as agent for the
Consortium. The Members recognize that Whitt Law LLC will issue its invoices for services rendered,
expenses incurred and costs advanced to the Roxana Schoot Brudribhiat the Roxana School District
will process and pay those invoices in full, consistent with the Roxana School District's business
practices. It is the intention of the Members to share in the costs incurred by the Roxana School District in
paying tte invoices of Whitt Law LLC. Accordingly, upon receipt of Whitt Law LLC's invoices, the
Roxana School District will allocate the amount of the invoice to the Members of the Consortium in
direct proportion that their property tax revenue from the Refin@ryhie most recent tax year bears to
the total tax revenue that the Members of the Consortium derive from the Refinery for the same tax year.
The property tax revenue of those Taxing Bodies that do not become Members of the Consortium will not
be includedor purposes of this cost sharingae this allocation has been complet&the Roxana School
District will bill each Member its respective share, which shall be processed and paid by the Member in
the ordinary course of business, unless otherwise agoebg that Member and the Roxana School
District. Each Member agrees that it will remain a party of the Consortium and be responsible for its
proportionate share of the services rendered, costs advances and expenses incurred in accordance with the
terms ofthis Agreement, unless written notice of withdrawal is given as set forth in Paragraph 7 below.

5. On those matters of the Consortium that requirafirmative vote of the Membergach
Member will have a weighted vote in the amount of its proporteosaare as set forth in Paragraph 4
above. The Members of the Consortium wilpm time to time,establish such committees or sub
committees as the Members deem necessary and appropriate to carry out the functions and purposes of
the Consortium. The Membe recognize that Whitt Law LLC will communicate with dwythorized
representatives of each Member, as appropriate or necessary. Routine communications from day to day
will be channeled through Debra Kreutztrager, Superintendent of the Roxana Schoict. Disie
Members of the Consortium recognize that Ms. Kreutztrager signed, on behalf of the Consortium, an
engagement letter with Whitt Law LLC on March 12. 2010 and ratify and approve that action on her part.

6. The Members of the Consortium understand agree that it may be necessary to secure the
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approval of all Taxing Bodieshe Supervisor of Assessnie of Madison County. lllinocisand the
Madison County Board of Review to amend the 2004 Agreement or to enter into an agreement providing
for the assssment of the Refinery for tax years 2011 and beyéid.that reason, the Consortium may,

from time to time, share information with those Taxing Bodies who do not elect to become Members of
the Consortium, provided that appropriate confidentiality stedglas established by the Consortium are
maintained and honored.
