AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING NAMEOKI TOWNSHIP AND GRANITE CITY TOWNSHIP,
TO ALTE R TOWNSHIP BOUNDARIES

WHEREAS, the County of Madison County, lllinois, has the authority per 60 ILCS-201@&0
ILCS 1/105, and the lllinois State Constitution of 1870, to alter and change township boundaries; and

WHEREAS, before and up to 1988, tiaty of Granite City annexed multiple properties into the
corporate limits of the City of Granite City; and

WHEREAS, in 1988, Nameoki Township disputed annexations by the City of Granite City,
concerning properties historically located in Nameoki Towmsdnd

WHEREAS, said annexation disputes effectively allowed the annexations of the City of Granite
City to remain valid, while simultaneously leaving many annexed property owners taxed and assessed as
property owners within Nameoki Township; and

WHEREAS, said annexation challenges effectively resulted in dual taxation for certain property
owners and residents of the City of Granite City, in that they pay road and bridge taxes to Nameoki
Township, while simultaneously paying property taxes to the Gitgranite City that includes taxes for
road and bridge maintenance; and

WHEREAS, the appointed and elected officials of Nameoki Township and Granite City Township
have since negotiated an intergovernmental agreement with the City of Granite City ffrtaoyesaid
municipal governments to reduce the dual taxation upon property owners and residents; and

WHEREAS, the proposed intergovernmental agreement would call for said taxing units to end said
dual taxation, and for Granite City Township to comp¢@she Nameoki Township for its road taxes for
a period of years.

(c) The user rates for residential, commercial, mobile home parks and industrial users
have been established to assure that each recipient of waste treatment services will
bear its proportinate share of costs.
