The St. Louis District of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is proposing the correction of a deficiency in 

the construction of levees within the Alton to Gale Organized Levee Districts, Illinois and Missouri, and 

has prepared an Environmental Assessment (EA) with Draft Finding of NO Significant Impact (FONSI)

for the work.  This document serves to notify the public of the proposed levee repairs and analyze the 

probable environmental impacts of the repairs.  You are receiving this letter because you may be 

interested in the project.  The EA with FONSI are available for public review.  Electronic copies of the 

EA are available online at http://www.mvs.usace.army.mil/pm/EAreports.html or you may request a copy 

be mailed to you. 

 

Certain reaches of this levee system have experienced levee slides or slumping, generally attribute to the 

properties of the highly plastic clays from which the levees were constructed.  The high plasticity soils 

must be replaced or modified to lower the risk of failure and meet the standard Corps of Engineers criteria 

for flood control projects.  Several alternatives form no action to removal and replacement of the 

impacted levee segment, have been considered. 

 

The current recommendation would consist of the repair of the existing levees using a lime/fly ash 

injection technique.  This method involves injecting a slurry of hydrated lime and fly ash at regular 

intervals into the levee slope using a series of injector rods on a track mounted vehicle.  Heavy machinery 

would operate primarily from the berm of the levee. 

 

All lands, easements, or rights of way (ROW), required for construction and maintenance and operation 

of the project would be provided by the non federal sponsors (levee and drainage districts) in coordination 

with the Corps and its contractor.  Staging areas would remain within the existing levee ROW.  There are 

no proposed new project structures, and the scope or function of the authorized levee project would be 

maintained and not changed. 

 

Environmental impacts are anticipated to be minimal.  The Draft Finding of No Significant Impacts 

summarizes the effects of the project on the environment, and is unsigned.  The FONSI will be signed 

into effect only after comments received as a result of this public review have been carefully considered.  

A signed FONSI is required before construction can begin to repair the levee.

ORDINANCE #2010-10 
AN ORDINANCE REVISING MADISON COUNTY CIRCUIT CLERK FEES  

 

 WHEREAS, 705 ILCS 105/27.3a and 3c sets forth fees that may be charged by circuit clerks in 

Illinois counties for the purposes of automated record keeping and document storage systems; and 

 

 WHEREAS, P.A. 94-595, and P.A. 94-596 became effective on 1-1-06 permitting counties to 

collect an automation fee of not more than $15 and a document storage fee of not more that $15; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the fees currently charged by the Madison County Circuit Clerk are lower than the 

maximum allowed and may be increased by resolution of the County Board of Madison County; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Madison County Circuit Clerk, with approval of the Finance Committee, 

recommends that the fees charged by the Madison County Circuit Clerk be changed as follows.

Ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance shall to the extent of the conflict 

be, and are hereinafter repealed, provided that nothing herein shall in any way excuse 

payment of, or prevent prosecution of, any previous or existing violation of any Ordinance 

superseded hereby. 

 

3. SAVINGS CLAUSE.  Nothing in this Ordinance hereby adopted shall be construed to affect 

any suit or proceeding pending in any court, or any rights acquired, or liability incurred, or 

any cause or causes of action acquired or existing, under any Act or Ordinance hereby 

repealed by this Ordinance, nor shall any just or legal right of remedy of any character be 

lost, impaired or affected by this Ordinance.   

 

4. PASSAGE AND PUBLICATION.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect on July 

1, 2010, as per publication by the Circuit Clerk, and shall continue in effect and operation 

until lawfully repealed by the Madison County Board or the Illinois General Assembly.

ORDINANCE #2010-11 
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A FEE TO SUPPORT THE MADISON COUNTY DRUG 

COURT 

 

 WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/5-1101(f) provides, in pertinent part, that in each County in which a Drug 

Court program has been created, a County may adopt a mandatory fee of up to $5.00 to be assessed

COMMERCE CENTER ENTERPRISE ZONE

Ordinance Number 97-06 so as to add new territory in the City of Edwardsville to the Gateway Commerce

Opportunity hereby approves the new boundary description of the enterprise zone as identified in 

Exhibit "B" hereto;

On the question: 

 

Ms. Kuhn:   I was the lone no vote in the grants committee on the enterprise zone and I will vote no 

today for several reasons.  I observed Mr. Hightowerôs presentation on his request for a no vote and found 

it very commonsense and logical.  I have spoken with leaders and individuals in Highland and they agree 

with my vote today.  I am very much in favor in helping out businesses, but the purpose of a democracy is 

to make the general public a priority.  All board members should be given an equal amount of information 

on every issue in order to have an impartial and righteous government, this does not always occur.  

Enterprise zones have always been described as a positive for everyone, the people and the business.  I 

have voted yes on some enterprise zones and I would retract if given the option today.  It is my 

understanding enterprise zones were created approximately twenty-five years to be positioned in 

depressed areas.  This is not a depressed area.  The business will not be paying taxes for ten years and I 

see no multitude of job opportunity.  I also respect Ms. Myers opinion on this issue and regret voting no 

on an issue in her district that she is in favor of and sincere about.  I truly feel enterprise zones are being 

abused during rough times. 

 

Ms. Roosevelt:  I am not against enterprise zones when in an impoverished area; businesses are exempt 

from certain taxes and given other economic advantages as an inducement to locate there and employ 

residents.  Making this project part of the Gateway Commerce Center has required gerrymandering the 

lines of the enterprise zone.  Literally a 10 mile line has been drawn on the map, 1 foot wide from the 

Gateway Commerce Center west of Edwardsville to I-55 at Route 143.  While the City of Edwardsville 

and Madison County has other sources of revenue, the school districts rely totally on state funding and 
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property taxes.  The biggest issue in the area I represent is property taxes.  It was the main issue 4 years 

ago when I first ran for County Board and continues to be today.  Thousands of dollars have been spent 

by the Alliance, City of Edwardsville, Village of Glen Carbon and Madison County on consultants on the 

I-55 Corridor.  HOK Planning Group, the consultants that were hired, makes it clear on page 7 of their 

report that government entities follow a ñno surpriseò ethic.  As the planning process moves along, no one 

(client, public participants, elected officials, planning team) want to be surprised by new information too 

late in the process or by unexpected controversy.  It is important to maintain open channels of 

communications even with those least supportive, keeping decision makers and opinion leader in the loop 

and staying focused on finding ñwin winò solutions was a key public participation goal.  It was my hope 

that we could find a ñwin winò situation with this project.  Hortica needs to develop the lots they 

purchased several years ago.  Abating all other taxes as per the enterprise zone yet paying the annual 

taxes to the school district in light of teacher layoffs and over 3 million in budget cuts, was one such 

proposed ñwin win.ò  Hortica, Bank of Edwardsville, First Clover Leaf Bank are a few examples of 

businesses that have build and/or expanded in our community without any complaints about taxes.  All 

have been wonderful examples of outstanding corporate citizens.  I vote ñnoò as a statement that I 

encourage future communication and bringing all parties to the table.  I support economic development 

efforts.  I have attended I-55 Corridor Plan meetings and I am supportive of the efforts.  Let us resolve to 

move the I-55 Corridor Plan forward jointly and cooperatively letting all interested parties being heard 

and the impact upon them and our decisions being duly considered. 

 

Mr. Adler :  I am in receipt of the Edwardsville School Districts letter here.  I am comparing the annual 

taxes due abated, one through seven, eight, nine and ten.  Can you tell me exactly what this property is 

worth now?  What is this school district getting out of this property if it is vacant? 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  Let me try to explain as much as I can.  The total taxes are around $4,000 today.  Out of 

that 4000 the Edwardsville School District will probably get about 60% of it.  I am part of this.  First off 

the City of Edwardsville is the host committee on this.  I do support this enterprise zone.  The Scott Credit 

Union property has tried many years to develop this property.  This property will not develop without this 

enterprise zone expansion.  If this does not get approve by the board today, the person that is trying to 

promote that area, has told them they are going to walk away from this project because there is no reason 

to promote it.  There will be jobs on this and there is not going to be any loss income for the school 

districts.  I disagree with you Ms. Kuhn, this is positive, there will be jobs.  The school district does not 

lose any taxes because they get $2500.00 now in tax revenue because it is not here today.  If this does not 

get passed it is going to stay the way it is today.  They will not get any total income.  I think what the 

school district was trying to do; I understand the situation from the State of Illinois.  I think we had a very 

highly discussed meeting last month on some issues that were brought up when we were talking about 

elected officials salaries.  The State of Illinois has financial problems.  In the enterprise zone there is a 

hold harmless clause through the enterprise zone basically saying that the school districts will not lose 

funds that they are going to get that money through the State of Illinois.  The problem is the school 

district has concerns that with the State of Illinois having problems right now, they are concerned about 

that hold harmless clause.  They either want Horica or the Scott Credit Union to come up with monies to 

guarantee that they will receive their money in case the State of Illinois could not deliver on their 

promises.  Well that defeats the purpose of the enterprise zone for Scott Credit Union coming in 

purchasing the property.  This is not an issue between the county and the school district this is an issue 

between the school district and the State of Illinois.  What will happen is there is a hold clause agreement 

on an enterprise zone that they would be made whole.  This will bring jobs into our area.  It is a good deal 

and the City of Edwardsville is backing it.  The school district asked the city to rethink it and the city 

chose not to, they want it to move forward.  While they are moving an operation from Collinsville, they 

are keeping the Collinsville location going that is not closing it will continue.  They pay property taxes in 

Collinsville in 10 years time they will pay property taxes on this area.  I was talking with a board 

member; there are other school districts in this county that would love to see this.  We have places that the 
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enterprise zone has put in force in Madison County in the past that is getting to the 10 year mark and they 

are very excited about getting on the tax bill.  I think we are moving in the right direction on this.  This is 

a win situation.  It would be different if the school district was losing money; they are not losing money 

because they donôt have the money to begin with.  If it does not happen, they still wonôt get the money.  

And that property out there is not going to be developed.  I believe this is where the corridor study will 

be. 

 

Mr. Adler :  Would it be fair to say this $66,000.00 if the state does not make the Edwardsville School 

District hold, which is a possibility, we are basically taking a piece of land that they are making $2500.00 

each year off of and turning it into what at a 5 million EAV? 

 

Mr. Parente:  With the new development?  I donôt have the value of the new development. 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  This may answer a question for you.  When Scott Credit Union comes in and they build a 

facility, it is not going to add any cost to the Edwardsville School District.  It is not like you are building a 

home that is going to provide students to the school districts.  There is absolutely no additional cost for 

the Edwardsville School District for Scott Credit Union to locate out here. 

 

Ms. Myers:  The infrastructure is already in place there.  The water, sewer, power, the roads have already 

been upgraded.  This is the type of high tech industry that we want to bring into that location.  It has been 

defined that way, we all voted on it to accept that type of location in the I-55 Corridor Plan.  I go on 

record; there have been many times when things have been proposed in that I-55 Corridor Plan that I 

objected to, this one I do not.  This one makes sense.  It will jump start additional industry coming into 

that area.  I encourage everyone to support it. 

 

Mr. Semanisin:  My question is if they are going to lose $2400.00-$2500.00 on this piece of property is 

it possible they could lose more if we expand it? 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  No. 

 

Mr. Schuler:  The only thing I would add to that the signals that you send if you start ñcherry pickingò 

these enterprise zones, it is a dangerous signal to send to other businesses who may want to try and 

develop in Madison County.  If we start ñcherry pickingò enterprise zones that we like or donôt like and 

that are favorable and not favorable it would possibly deter businesses from taking a look at Madison 

County, which is exactly what we donôt want. 

 

Mr. Dunstan:  In this economy, it is great that we have someone looking at putting their corporate 

headquarters here in Madison County.  I am very excited about it.

PETITION  

 

1. Petition of Bank of Edwardsville, Trust 8436-85, and LifePoint Ministries, Inc., Applicant and 

Purchaser requesting a Special Use Permit as per Article 93.023, Section D, Item 14 of the 

Madison County Zoning Ordinance in order to construct a church on site.  This is located in an 

Agricultural District in Edwardsville Township, Drda Lane, Edwardsville, Illinois. 

 

2. Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman Michael Campbell called the meeting of the Zoning Board to 

order at 8:30 a.m. on May 27, 2010 in the offices of the Madison County Planning and 

Development Department. A quorum of the Zoning Board was declared present with Janek, 

Johnson, Kacer, Davis, Dauderman, and Quatto. 

 

FACTS 

 

3. It is noted for the record that all required notices were sent to the adjoining property owners and 

proper newspaper and on-site notifications have been made.  

 

4. A public hearing was convened on subject property site at 9:00 a.m. and all members of the 

Zoning Board were on-site and made themselves familiar with the neighborhood and area in 

question. All witnesses testified under oath and any and all exhibits along with a petition of 

opposition were presented to the Zoning Board and were made part of the file and admitted into 

evidence. A Staff Advisory Report was provided to the Zoning Board prior to the hearing, a copy 

of which is on file with this petition. 

 

5. Testifying on behalf of the proposal was Bob Robbins, Lead Pastor for Life Point Ministries, Inc.  

He indicated that he appreciates everyone coming out today and that he believes that this church 

and this project can be an asset to the City of Edwardsville as well as the neighborhood.  The 

church sees itself as a partner, and looks forward to discovering ways that they may partner 

together.  The goal is to place a facility as close to Route 143 as possible, and there will be no 

school or day care involved with this project. 

 

6. Michael Campbell, Zoning Board Chairman, asked Mr. Robbins the number of acres that they are 

intending on purchasing. 

 

7. Mr. Robbins indicated approximately 23 acres.  

 

8. Lloyd Johnson, Zoning Board Member, asked if this property is on Edwardsville water. 

 



76 

 

9. Mr. Robbins indicated Northeast Central Water District, and they would have to install a private 

sewage system. 

 

10. Robert Dauderman, Zoning Board Member, asked Petitioner where the church currently meets. 

 

11. Petitioner indicated that they currently meet at Showplace 12.   

 

12. Frank Quatto, Zoning Board Member, asked Petitioner the dimensions of the proposed church. 

 

13. Petitioner indicated at this time he does not know, but he could get that for the Board.  He further 

indicated that he can tell that the church will be built for approximately 387 seats.   

 

14. Frank Quatto, Zoning Board Chairman, asked about parking. 

 

15. Petitioner indicated that the parking area will be for between 150-200 places.  

 

16. Charles Wolf, 4722 Drda Lane, asked Petitioner where the entrance to the church is going to be. 

 

17. Petitioner indicated their ultimate desire would be to be off of 143.  It is difficult to do with the 

State and all the traffic studies that have to be done. 

 

18. Mr. Wolf indicated that he lives down on the corner, and has concerns because of the road, as 

there is a blind spot and he has had several cars run through his yard, along with mailboxes 

knocked down. The previous owner of his property told him that they had a car turn over in the 

yard.  The extra traffic on Drda Lane is going to be dangerous.  Approximately a month ago there 

was a car turned upside down in the ditch.  He stated again that he believes that the extra traffic is 

going to cause problems for the neighborhood.     

 

19. Pamela Moore, 4632 Drda Lane, stated that at the very top of the hill the road is too narrow for 

the traffic that it has today, it cannot handle the additional 150-200 cars for the church.  She 

indicated that they have marks in their yard where cars are coming in and out all of the time. They 

could not get out of their driveway on a Sunday morning if there was an additional 150 cars. She 

indicated that it is an impossible situation. 

 

20. Charles Simmons, 4734 Drda Lane, stated outside of the safety issues that is probably everyoneôs 
biggest concern, also there is the maintenance of the road.  If you were to drive down both 

entrances off of 143 you will see the erosion of the road which is just from daily traffic, if you 

were to increase the traffic by 150-200 cars, that is just one day not including special events, such 

as weddings, the roads maintenance should be in question.  Is the road going to be kept up for the 

additional cars?   

 

21. Jane Case, 4752 Drda Lane, asked what Petitioner is planning on doing with the rest of the 

property.   

 

22. Tony Rujawitz, 4738 Drda Lane, indicated that drainage issues are another major problem.  Take 

the ground as of right now, the farmers have already cut enough, and his yard is already being 

flooded nonstop. From the field right now from what he cut into it, and on top they are taking 

farm land which actually is an absorbent of the ground and with the water issues and water 

pressure issues that we have out here, Kevin of North Central said he would try to be here today 

to explain all of the problems here, but was not able to make it.  With that they are going to have 

to put hydrants out here.  There are issues as far as water, the road, and the fact that there are no 
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traffic lights at the bottom of the hill.  There is no way you can sit there and back that many cars 

without any traffic lights.  He indicated that he sits there in the mornings at around 6:30 ï 6:45 

a.m. for sometimes 5 minutes trying to cross the road.  There is a hill that has a blind spot on the 

road and there has never been a traffic safety study done of this road.        

 

23. Kurt Stunkel, 4680 Drda Lane, stated that he has no water pressure, you are lucky enough to take 

a shower, so he does not know where any extra water would come from. 

 

24. Laurie Weinberg, 7 Spring Meadow Drive, who lives at the bottom of the hill in the subdivision, 

indicated that she does have concerns about the water drainage.  She indicated that with moderate 

rain fall her entire front yard and driveway is under water because of the rain that heads down the 

hill and then out to the creek. 

 

25. Gretchen Fricke, 4740 Drda Lane, stated that not only does she have road concerns but drainage 

concerns.  She stated that she would like to ask what the plans are to address the drainage issue.  

Every time there is a rain, she has flooding issues in her yard.  She further indicated that they are 

at a point where if they have any more flooding they are going to lose a shed.  She also indicated 

that she has serious concerns about the road safety, because there are children riding their bikes 

up and down this road, also the intersection and the flooding. 

 

26. James Bowling, 5874 Wooded Estates, stated that he was involved in an accident last Tuesday at 

Drda and 143; therefore, adding more traffic to Drda Lane is not a good idea.  He also stated that 

churches generally donôt make good neighbors. 

 

27. Kent Scheibel, County Board Member, indicated that one of the concerns that he has is North 

Central has this area and as he understands they only have a flush hydrant down in the corner. 

Fort Russell fire district which takes care of this particular area does not have a fire department 

and they rely on mutual aid from Holiday Shores and they also contract with Edwardsville.  One 

of the problems that Edwardsville has is that they do not have a pumper truck, so when there is a 

fire they can only carry 500-1000 gallon of water until they run out and they donôt have a way to 

get additional water there unless they go ahead and get a tanker in which usually comes from 

Holiday Shores or Roxana or one of the other neighboring districts.  So in closing he would ask 

Petitioner if there are any plans to address this issue.  

 

28. Bob England, 4685 Drda Lane, who lives just before the turn indicated that he believes a church, 

would be just as good as a neighbor as anyone, as he would be happy to have a church as opposed 

to rowdy neighbors, but he would like to see it be done right.  He indicated he has lived here for 6 

years, and still cannot get the county to fix the drainage issue in front of his house, the road is 

narrow, and he always has people coming up into his yard.  He indicated that he does not know 

what the problem is with the county not being able to take care of these issues whether it is 

funding or what.  He also indicated that he has concerns about safety of the road, and the water 

issues as if you donôt take a shower at the right time you are just going to get drops. 

 

29. Trudie Stillwell, 4686 Drda Lane, stated that she gets tire tracks in her front lawn too, has terrible 

water issues too, where she is losing 3-4 foot of her property in the back due to the drainage.   

 

30. Don Nanney, 4639 Drda Lane, indicated that his main concern is with a parking lot that will 

cause major water drainage issues for him.   

 

31. No other parties spoke in favor of the proposed request. 
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32. John Janek, Zoning Board Member, asked Petitioner how many services they have.  

 

33. Petitioner indicated that they have two services on Sunday morning, and the only other activity 

that would be considered a regular activity would be teenagers on Wednesday night and that 

would be about 10% of the population of the church.  So basically the only time that everyone 

would be together would be Sunday morning.   In regards to the water and drainage issues, he 

believes that the neighbors do have valid concerns and he is willing to work with everyone and be 

a good neighbor, but honestly he stated he is not going to spend the money on a lot of studies if 

he would not be approved for the special use permit.  In regards to drainage, he believes that he 

thinks it would be better off to have an engineered draining plan in place then just a field.  

Petitioner indicated that he does not have any information regarding the water issue; he was only 

made aware of the issue yesterday.   

 

34. Terry Johnson, representative for the Cassen family, who is the seller of the property, indicated 

that his job is to sell the property for the Cassen family.  In his 25 years in commercial real estate 

he has been to about 100 zoning meetings and about 95% of them are the topic of the opposition 

which are the same issues that the neighborhood has brought up, which are valid issues, traffic, 

drainage, lighting, and run off.  This property lends itself very well to drain to its lowest point, he 

saw the plan, and that is where the detention basin would be, and yes an engineer could make a 

mistake, but engineered plans are then submitted to the county for the building permit in which 

they go over it.  Mr. Johnson indicated that he is going to sell this property, that is his job whether 

it be to the church or a developer that constructs 23 homes, one per acre, in which he believes that 

23 homes would use more water than a church which just uses water flushing toilets on Sunday 

morning.  Most of you probably attend church, and you know there may be an event there during 

the week, but it is usually low impact.  If you have concerns about the fire district, that is an 

existing concern that if one of your houses catches on fire, they are going to have to bring a 

pumper truck here.  He believes than this could be a relying call for the neighborhood to get 

together and try to adjust those issues.  He submitted ariel photos of churches that are right in the 

middle of a residential areas, and in his 25 years in this business, he has never saw a church be a 

determent or detract from property values because a church is located near a residential area.  If 

this project would get denied, and the church would decide to take it to court, he is positive that 

the appraisers and the traffic safety people would insure that this is probably the lowest impact 

use for this 23 acres then you could ever be talking to a different applicant here.  He is not saying 

apartments, because they would need sewers, but a church could go on an aeration system and a 

church can drain its parking lot to the lowest point on the property in which then it will drain 

across the street.  There is B-4 commercial zoning across 143.  Real estate attorneys would attest 

that 143 would basically be invisible to the zoning, so in one reality we are contagious to B-4 

commercial zoning and if you look at the county comprehensive plan which is very hard to read, 

but it does appear that there is a red dot on this property, which is his observation because the 

county does not have a map big enough, but it does appear that the county has designated this 

piece in the comprehensive plan as commercial, but he indicated that he knows that is the zoning 

boardôs decision but he wanted to point it out.   

 

35. Mr. Robbins indicated once again it is his and the churchôs desire to be a good neighbor and a 
good partner and they are willing to try to work together to make that happen. He hears the 

concerns and he will work hard to address each one of those concerns.    

 

36. During the hearing, all parties, both pro and con were given ample opportunity to participate, ask 

questions and give evidence as they deemed appropriate.  
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37. After having heard both those for and against the proposal and having heard all the evidence and 

testimony presented, the Chairman closed the public hearing portion of Case #Z10-0070 at 9:30 

a.m. 

 

FINDINGS  

 

1. After reconvening in the offices of the Madison County Planning and Development Department, 

the Madison County Zoning Board of Appeals reviewed the facts of Case #Z10-0070.  

 

2. Mr. Johnson indicated that he would like to express some concerns before a motion is made.  

There are two possibilities, there are things that are not answered and it could be tabled until they 

provide that information, but it seems to him that the roadway is a very risky road even with the 

traffic that is on it now.  It is a country road, and it winds and has poor visibility in some places 

and adding more traffic on it he believes is taking on a risk. Public safety and health are the two 

over riding things and the drainage issue.  Motion was made by Mr. Johnson to deny the Special 

Use Permit, but failed to receive a second to the motion. 

 

3. Motion was made by Mr. Janek and Seconded by Mr. Quatto to approve the Special Use Permit 

whereupon the Chairman asked for discussion on the motion. 

 

4. The Zoning Board of Appeals finds that after hearing all testimony and reviewing the facts of the 

case, that the condition upon which the requested Special Use Permit is based the granting of the 

Special Use Permit would not detrimental to the public welfare, or injurious to other property or 

improvements in the neighborhood in which the property is located.  The concerns with the road 

traffic will not be exacerbated with the construction of a church.  The church traffic will only 

occur one or two days a week.  The church is willing to work with the neighborhood and be a 

good neighbor and Madison County would have to approve the plans of the church. 
 

5. The Zoning Board of Appeals stipulates that the church must submit a drainage plan completed 

by an engineer to be approved by the county prior to issuance of a building permit.  
 

6. Motion was made by Mr. Johnson to table the petition, but failed to receive a second to the 

motion.  
 

7. Roll Call vote on the motion to approve.
