Mr. Dunstan:  I would like to have a moment of silence.  We had a Sergeant First Class Gary Vasquez; 

he was serving his third term of duty in Afghanistan when he and two other soldiers were killed when 

their humvee ran over a roadside bomb.  Gary served nine years in the military and was an army ranger 

and a member of the 82nd Airborne Division.  He resided in Highland, Illinois.  Ms. Kuhn has something 

to read on Mr. Vasquez.  When Ms. Kuhn is done reading I would like everyone to stand for a moment of 

silence. 

 

Ms. Kuhn:  Gary Vasquez was 33 years old and a green beret.  Vasquez formally of Highland, Illinois 

died in combat while serving with the 7th Special Forces Sergeant Group Airborne in Afghanistan.  He 

was one of three soldiers killed when his vehicle hit an improved explosive device while conducting a 

combat reconisit patrol.  Gary was on his third tour of duty in Afghanistan.  When Gary was returned 

home on Thursday, October 9, 2008, procession was greeted by thousands lining the streets, not only in 

Highland but in neighboring communities.  Farmers stood out from Lebanon on 160 all the way up to 

Highland.  Students left class to pay their respects.  Many businesses halted operations so employees 

could pay homage.  Brigadier General with Special Forces and Lieutenant Governor Pat Quinn attended 

the funeral.  Gary Vasquez was a graduate of Highland High School in 1992; he graduated with a 
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Bachelor of Arts Degree in theater from Illinois University in 1996.  Survivors include his wife Sara, his 

mother Margaret, sister Keeley and brother Barry.  He was preceded in death by his father, Frank 

Vasquez, a lieutenant Coronel who served in Vietnam.  Gary was a very outgoing and a beloved young 

man and a real true hero of Highland and of the USA.

ORDINANCE NO. 2008-13 

 

AN ORDINANCE FURTHER AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 86 -2 TO ADD THE ALTON 

SQUARE MALL AND THE PROPOSED  HERITAGE EN VI RONMENTAL SERVICES SITE IN 

ROXANA TO THE RIVERBEND ENTERPRISE ZONE  

 

 WHEREAS, on March 19, 1986, the County Board of the County of Madison, Illinois passed 

Ordinance Number 86-2 entitled "An Ordinance Establishing An Enterprise Zone Within The County of

(2) That the County Board of the County of Madison, subject to the passage of comparable ordinances 

by the city councils of the cities of Alton and Wood River; the village boards of trustees of the 

villages of Bethalto, East Alton, Hartford, Roxana and South Roxana; and subject to the approval of 

the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity hereby approves the new boundary 

description of the enterprise zone as identified in Exhibit ñBò hereto; 

 

(3) That the County of Madison will provide all local benefits and amenities in the expanded territory as 

is currently being accorded to inhabitants of the Riverbend Enterprise Zone; and
