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WHEREAS, it is recommended the Sanitary Landfill Code be revised to provide for a reduction in
the Solid Waste Management Fee when a Host Agreement is executed between Madison County with
Operators of Landfills iMadison County; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Madison County Board as follows:

1. SANITARY LANDFILL CODE REVISED. That the Madison County Sanitaryndfill Code
be revised to add the following paragraph:

Section 111.53 (C) The County Board may, by resolution, enter into an Agreement with the
owner or operator of any landfill in the County, whereby said owner or operator agrees to
undertake a contraal obligation to pay certain sums to the County in lieu of the solid waste
management fees provided for in paragraph (A) of this Section. If the owner or operator of a
landfill in the County has entered into an Agreement as authorized by this paraleagimount

of solid waste management fee provided in paragraph (A) shall be reduced equal to the newly
imposed Host Fee. If such an Agreement expires or is terminated by either party, the exemption
from the payment of the solid waste management fees @\t in paragraph (A) shall be
revoked and the owner or operator of the landfill shall resume payment of the solid waste
management fees provided in paragraph (A).

2. INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES REPEALED. All Ordinances or parts of other Ordinances
in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance shall to the extent of the conflict be, and are
hereby repealed, provided that nothing herein shall in any way excuse or prevent prosecution of
any previous oexisting violation of any Ordinance superseded hereby.

3. SAVINGS CLAUSE. Nothing in this Ordinance hereby adopted shall be construed to affect any
suit or proceeding pending in any court, or any rights acquired, or liability incurred, or any cause
or caugs of action acquired or existing, under any Act or Ordinance hereby repealed by this
Ordinance, nor shall any just or legal right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired or
affected by this Ordinance.

AN AGREEMENT CONCERNING THE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT FUND IN MADISON
COUNTY, ILLINOIS

AGREEMENT DATED THIS21 DAY OF January2009

The parties to this agreement are the County of Madison, a unit of local government in the State of
lllinois as defined in th Local Solid Waste Disposal Act (415 ILCS 10/1 et seq.), a municipal corporation
and body politic, and Roxana Landfill, Inc., the owner and operator of the pollution control facility (as
defined by the lllinois Environmental Protection Act 415 ILCS 5/3.88)), commonly known as the
Roxana Landfill, a nofhazardous sanitary landfill, permitted by the lllinois Environmental Protection
Agency to provide for permanent disposal of solid waste. Madison County (County) and Roxana Landfill,
Inc. (Landfill), agre to the following:

1. County hereby agrees and declares concurrent with the approval of this agreement, except as
stated below in sec. 2, that Roxana Landfill, Inc., is hereafter exempt from all fees, taxes, or surcharges
with regard to the permanent gasal of solid waste at Landfill, including but not limited to the solid
waste management fee or tipping fee authorized by 415 ILCS 5/22.15(j). The parties acknowledge the
County currently imposes and the Landfill properly pays a fee, tax or surchargegétd to permanent
disposal of solid waste at Landfill, equal to $1.27 per ton, or $.60 per cubic yard of solid waste
permanently disposed at Landfill, in accordance with Ordinance Né.g@opted August 15, 1990.

2. So long as Landfill remains exemporh the County of Madison Ordinance-8Qch. 111.53
of County Code), and so long as County does not impose or attempt to collect any fee, tax, or surcharge
with regard to the permanent disposal of solid waste at Landfill, Landfill shall quarterly paty Ga.2i/
per ton or $.60 per cubic yard of solid waste permanently disposed of at Landfill. No payment shall be
required for exempt solid waste as set forth in 415 ILCS 5/22.15(k), or for which Landfill does not charge
a gate fee or a state solid waste fee

3. The intent of this agreement is for Landfill to pay County the same amount per ton or cubic
yard of solid waste permanently disposed of at Landfill, as Landfill paid County, per Ordinancedo. 90
as authorized by 415 ILCS 5£25(j), without limiting County to spending said monies solely on solid
waste management purposes, as otherwise required under 415 ILCS 5/22.15(j). This agreement is
intended by both parties to be revenue neutral for County, and without change in the manner of
calculating paymerby Landfill. The intent of this agreement is to allow the County greater flexibility in
deciding how best to utilize, for the residents of County, the same funds already paid by Landfill to
County.
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4. The Landfill shall follow the same procedures fioe tollection and payment of the host fee as
exists for the collection and payment of the Solid Waste Management Fee provided in 415 IL-CS 5/22
and by applicable rule set forth in 35 lllinois Administrative Code, PartiLa8dfill shall continue to pay
the fee in accordance with the requirements in quarterly report to County on a form generated by Landfill
and substantially similar to the attachedhe landfill shall also submit copies of any solid waste
management fee dettion quarterly report submitted to the State of lllinois along with the county
guarterly report. When revisions to the state report are required under of 35 lllinois Administrative Code
Part 858.208, then a similar report shall be made to the codletytiregy the corrected fee.

5. The Landfil!l shall permit the Countyds des
records for inspection and photocopying during thi

6. Any dispute or disagreement concerning paynienthe County by Landfill under this
agreement shall be resolved pursuant to binding arbitration between the parties, in accordance with the
rules and under the case management, of the American Arbitration Association. The parties shall select
one arbitréor to resolve their dispute or disagreement, from a panel supplied by the American Arbitration
Association.

7. County shall jointly with Landfill instruct any selected auditor or Arbitrator, that documents
identifying customer lists, trade secretsptiver proprietary information, are confidential, where Landfill
discloses to the auditor or Arbitrator information identified by Landfill as confidential. The auditor or
Arbitrator selected shall be jointly requested by the parties in such case to Itakasahable steps
necessary to prevent disclosure to third parties of such confidential information, whether by Freedom of
Information Act request, or otherwise.

8. The duration of this Agreement shall be perpetual, except as otherwise provided Eigneim.
party may terminate this Agreement upon ninety (180) days written notice to the other party. Any such
notice shall be sent to the parties at the addresses provided in the signature blocks below.

9. The Landfill agrees to include in any municigedst agreement a restriction that the
municipality may not impose a Solid Waste fee authorized in 415 ILCS1I&@Pwhile this agreement is
in effect.

10. Binding Effect. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of, and be binding upon, the parties
hereto and their respective successors and assigns.

Mr. Kohnen indicated that he wants to sell more collision business that he can do at his location
downtown He stated that he has over 9000 square feet and it is only about half utilized. There is
no traffic down there, where here there is a lot of traffic to help business. He further stated that
he does not believe that there would be anymore congeséinrbéiore.

Harry and Marilyn Deatherage, adjoining property owners, spoke in opposition of the proposed
request. Mr. Deatherage stated that he believes that the proposed request will have a negative
impact on property values in the area. Furthertlage not any sanitary sewers available on site,

in his opinion it operates on an antiquated residential type septic system and that is detrimental to
the adjoining property. The septic tank is very close to his property, and the rest of the lot, if the
septic tank utilization was implemented, would be hard to come by because most of the lot is
black top, concrete or driveway, which in that case there would be no evaporation in laterals and
the percolation would be going into the ground water. He staeldés not want to be caught in

a polluted area that the EPA would come down on him for. Phase Il in a report from Herlacher
Angleton Associations, LLC in which he submitted to the Board as evidence reads:

Additionally, waste water from the subject dgelischarged to an esite private septic system

with a subsurface drain field. The presence of this system constitutes a risk of a release of paint
and automotive related chemicals into the soil and/or groundwater on the site and as such is a
recognizd environmental condition for the subject site. Also, Mr. Deatherage indicated that he is

aware of some modi fications t hat-3deadionenthbeen don

past few months and if these modifications were implemented in thisytar situation the

conditions would be more objectionable than they were on the original application that was
denied last year. The body shop business that was operating here before was operating illegally
for seven years. He was a good neighbor esdith not feel like complaining, he kept a nice
business going, so he did not want to blow the whistle on him to sort of speak. He stated that he
does not like to think having an illegal operation here would be cause to allow another similar
business toame here on the grounds that it was illegal to begin with.

Kevin Johnson, address not given, stated concerns about the private sewage. Approximately ten
years ago he asked to use their restroom and they said he could not because theyngere havi
problems, so he does not know if they fixed that problem yet or not. He further indicated that he
believes there is no possible way for the septic tank to work because of the way the rock, gravel
and black top are. He stated that he is not sure Wtheaoning rules are, but he believes that
there should be some type of privacy screening between a business and a residential piece of

property.

Helen Hawkins, County Board Member, spoke in opposition to the proposed request. She stated
that the zaing ordinance that was amended might go some place where sanitary sewers are
available. In the minutes from 2007, where we appeared, the complaints at that time was using a
septic tank that the system was incapable of effectively handling the surgeaofigactured

nature. Eddie Lee, Chouteau Township Supervisor could not be here today but will be sending a
letter to the Board Members stating his objection. Nobody wants to hurt a business person, she
stated that she hates to be back here again, butstteoppose this because there are no sanitary
sewers on this wedge. Also, the ground water flows to the lowest place in Madison County, and
she has seen pollution come up in basements from the landfills over the past, this may have been
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years ago, but ghis fearful that anything that is put into the ground and not taken out by sanitary
sewers can also affect a much broader area than just here. It can affect quite a bit of the bottoms
when the river comes up and etthShe hatestthatshehastol e | s
oppose this, but will work very hard to get sanitary sewers in the area. She stated that she is on

the sewer committee along with Mr. Schuler, and sanitary sewers are well over due here, but she
doesndt knowwhany progress urtildhey ase lavailable.

82. Alan Schuler, a County Board Member, spoke in favor of the proposed request. First of all there
would be mostly estimating done here; most of the work would be done downtown. He does not
believe that there hadmen any problems reported here in the last seven years. Secondly, it
seems to him that the last thing we want to do is slow down progress while waiting on sanitary
sewers. He stated we should not hold up his business, the betterment of his compasg,dfecau
sanitary sewers not being available. This has been on septic for years, and does not seem to be a
problem.

83. In rebuttal, Mr. Kohnenindicated that he would love to have sewers himself. In regards to the
existing septic system he has had it professionally checked out before he bought the property. He
stated he also had an environmental study done all the way up to a Phase Ihethdxdi taking
samples from the septic system and all required testing.
