2008 through December 1, 2011 is adopted. 

 

 Moreover, the partiesô tentative agreement that employees acting as Field Training Officers shall be 

paid at the rate of the next highest rank during the FTO period and that employees acting as Field 

Training Officers shall be appointed at the sole discretion of the Sheriff is adopted. 

 

b. Pregnant Officers 

 

 The partiesô tentative agreement that the Employer will abide by 775 ILCS 5/2-102 with regard to 

the reassignment of Pregnant Officers is adopted. 

 

c. Court Security Officers 

 

 The partiesô tentative agreement that the Employer will not replace a Deputy assigned to the Court 

House with a court security officer is adopted. 

 

d. Vacations 

 

 The partiesô tentative agreement that after one year of employment employees shall be granted 

eighty (80) hours of vacation, that after five years of employment employees shall be granted one hundred 

twenty hours of vacation, that after ten years of employment employees shall be granted one hundred 

sixty hours of vacation, and that after twenty years of employment employees shall be granted two 

hundred hours of vacation is adopted.  

 

e. Clothing Allowance 

 

 The partiesô tentative agreement that console operators should receive the same contractual clothing 

allowance as all commissioned, uniformed jail deputy sheriffs and telecommunicators is adopted.

 The partiesô tentative agreement that any conflicts between the collective bargaining agreement and 

the rules and regulations of the Sheriffôs Department Merit Commission shall be resolved in favor of the 

collective bargaining agreement is adopted.

 The partiesô tentative agreement that the partiesô shall obtain a list of seven (7) arbitrators obtained 

from the Illinois Labor Relations board rather than the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is 

adopted.

12, 2009, April 4, 2010, and April 24, 2011; that Memorial Day of May 25, 2009, May 31, 2010, and 

May 30, 2011; that Independence Day of July 4, 2009, July 4, 2010, and July 4, 2011; Labor Day of 

September 7, 2009, September 6, 2010, September 5, 2011; that Columbus Day of October 12, 2009, 

October 11, 2010, and October 10, 2011; that Veteranôs Day of November 11, 2009, November 11, 2010,

maximum of 1440 hours; that upon termination the amount of unused accumulated sick leave that will be 

paid to employees will increase to 960 hours; and that all references to ñ180 daysò in Section 16.3 of the 

partiesô collective bargaining agreement shall be deleted and replaced with ñone thousand four hundred 

forty (1440) hours,ò is adopted.

COUNTY OF MADISON, ILLINOIS  
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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE PRODUCTION,  

COPYING, INSPECTION OR CERTIFICATION  OF 

PUBLIC RECORDS 

 

1. Public Records, as defined in the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), shall be made available to 

the public in accordance with these regulations and the FOIA.  

 

2. All requests for public records not considered to be in the ordinary course of business must be 

made in writing; said request shall include whether copies are requested or the documents will be 

inspected by the requestor.  The attached Form A may be used at the option of the requestor.  

Requests for records utilized for a commercial purpose or to request a fee waiver in accordance 

with the FOIA law must include a statement indicating the purpose of the request. 

 

3. Requests shall be directed to the FOIA Officer or to a FOIA designee in a department or office of 

Madison County Government.  The names of the FOIA Officer and designees shall be 

prominently posted in each office and in addition posted on the Madison County Web Site. 

 

4. Requests submitted by mail shall be deemed received only upon actual receipt by the County 

Department regardless of post mark or date of mailing. All requests shall be date stamped upon 

their receipt. 

 

5. All requests for public records shall be acted upon within five (5) business days after receipt of a 

written request.   Madison County may extend the time period for providing the public records to 

ten (10) business days by providing written notice to the requestor of the statutory reason for the 

extension and the date when the requested information will be produced.  In addition, the 

requestor and the public body may agree to extend the deadline to respond beyond the ten days by 

written agreement.   

 

6. Upon receiving a request, the FOIA Officer, or designee, must note the date the public body 

received the written request; compute the day on which the period for the response will expire 

and make a notation of that date on the written request; maintain an electronic or paper copy of a 

written request, including all documents submitted with the request until the request has been 

complied with or denied; and create a file for the retention of the original request, a copy of the 

response, a record of written communications with the requester, and a copy of other 

communication. 

 

7. Failure to act upon a written request within five (5) working days after receipt of such request 

shall be deemed a denial. The denial must be in writing and reference a specific legal reason 

under FOIA to justify the non-disclosure including citing the applicable exemption.  If the denial 

is made under the ñunduly burdensomeò standard, the public body must give the requester an 

opportunity to reduce the request to manageable proportions.  The denial must also inform the 

requestor of the right to seek review of the issue by the Public Access Counselor in the Attorney 

Generalôs office and the right to seek judicial review by filing a court case. 
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8. The following fee schedule is hereby established for copies of nonexempt public records: 

a. The first 50 pages for black and white, letter or legal sized copies are provided free of 

charge.  Any additional pages shall be charged $.15 per page.  

b. Photocopy of oversize paper or color copies,  per page: $ .50 per page.  

c. County Clerk certification: $1.00. 

d. Transcription of taped or electronic material: actual cost of reproducing the records 

excluding any personnel costs.  Electronic requests shall stipulate the specified electronic 

format.  If the format is not available, the requestor may obtain the files in the format 

which they are kept, or paper at their option. 

 

Payment is required in cash, or by cashierôs check or certified check at the time the 

records are delivered.  

 

9. Any requests that the above fees be reduced or waived must be made in writing at the time the 

request for the records is presented. The person seeking the reduction or waiver shall state 

specifically how the production of the requested information "primarily benefits the general 

public" as set forth in section 6(c) of the Freedom of Information Act (ñAct"). 

 

10. In determining the applicable time periods, business days are defined as a regular day of the week 

(Monday through Friday) when public offices are open.  Saturdays, Sundays and holidays are not 

business days.  Day 1 of the 5-day timeline is the first business day after the request is received 

by the public body. 

1.  

11. Notice of need for extension of time, action reports, and notices of denial issued on behalf of the 

county shall be conclusively deemed to have been given if mailed within the applicable time 

period regardless of the date of actual receipt by the party requesting the records. All such notices 

shall include a proof of mailing in substantially the form:

12. In view of the abbreviated time periods specified in the Freedom of Information Act, the 

following duties, powers and responsibilities are hereby delegated: 

 

a. Each FOIA Officer is authorized to issue notices of extensions of time, action reports and 

notices of denial on behalf of the office or department. These notices shall be the forms 

attached hereto as Forms B, C, D, or D-1. 

 

b. Copies of any denial notices and time extensions served upon the requestor shall be 

forwarded to the County Clerk for filing.  Copies of notices complying with the request 

need not be provided to the County Clerk but shall be maintained in accordance with 

paragraph 6. 
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13. The County Clerk shall be designated the central office and maintain a file that will include 

copies of all notices of denial of records, classified and organized by the nature of the exemption 

claimed in denying the records and, also indexed and filed by the department from which records 

were requested. The County Clerk, with the assistance of the Director of Administration, shall be 

responsible for seeing that these records are kept current.

18. A public hearing was convened on subject property site at 11:25 a.m. and all members of the 

Zoning Board were on-site and made themselves familiar with the neighborhood and area in 

question. All witnesses testified under oath and any and all exhibits along with a petition and 

several letters in opposition were presented to the Zoning Board and were made part of the file 

and admitted into evidence. A Staff Advisory Report was provided to the Zoning Board and 

Petitioner prior to the hearing, a copy of which is on file with this petition. 

 

19. Testifying on behalf of the proposal was David Grace, owner of record.  Petitioner indicated that 

he is proposing to do what he has been doing on his property for the last five years.  He stated that 

he is not getting any larger or smaller, just asking for the rezoning to be correct with the countyôs 

ordinance.

He indicated that he has talked to a developer about 

developing his property which is located right next door to residential and housing, and he was 

told that he would not be interested if this business is here. The condition of the petitionerôs 

property is terrible, he brings in junk, and he has a burning pit that has been there for 2 years, that 

draws all kinds of animals. 

 

34. Mark Allison, 208 Main Street, stated that he is in opposition to the proposed request because it 

adversely affects his property values.  He further stated that he is opposed to the amount of junk 

that has been bought to this site over the years, and disappointed, despite calls to the county, 

nothing has ever been done making him cease and desist his business that he has been doing for 

years. 
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35. Marge Mann, surrounding property owner, stated that she is in opposition to the proposed 

petition, because for years this site has looked like a junk yard.  She stated that she has concerns 

that if he does not get approved will he continue to be allowed to keep his property looking like it 

does.

WHEREAS, the Building Regulations are necessary to regulate and govern the conditions and 

maintenance of all property, buildings and structures; by providing the standards for supplied utilities and 

facilities and other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are safe, sanitary and 

fit for occupation and use; and the condemnation of buildings and structures unfit for human occupancy 

and use and the demolition of such structures in the County of Madison; and, providing for the issuance 

of permits and collection of fees therefore; and, 

 

WHEREAS, the Building Regulations were first adopted in 1958 and have been periodically updated, the 

last update of which was published in 2003; and, 

 

WHEREAS, the County of Madison has in the past adopted by reference the BOCA National Building 

Code subject to certain additions and amendments; and, 

 

WHEREAS, the BOCA National Building Code organization has since merged with two other national 

building code organizations creating the International Code Council and have published a consolidated 

code referred to as the International Building Code; and, 

 

WHEREAS, in addition to the referenced codes, Madison County has adopted amendments to the 

Building Regulations found in the published document titled Building Permit Information Sheet; and,  
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WHEREAS, it is proposed the Building Regulations of Madison County be revised by adopting by 

reference the following codes:

2006 International Residential Code  

2006 International Mechanical Codex 

2006 International Property Maintenance Code 

2006 International Energy Conservation Code  

2005 National Electrical Code 

2006 International Fire Code

AN ORDINANCE  AMENDING THE MADISON COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT 

AGENCY CODE 

 

 WHEREAS, the Emergency Management Agency operates pursuant to Chapter 36 of the Madison 

County Code of Ordinances which has continued to be entitled Emergency Management Agency since 

March, 16, 1977;  and 

 

 WHEREAS, the function of said agency has progressed over the past 32 years from providing civil 

defense, then providing emergency services after a disaster and now providing emergency management 

which State statute defines as ñto develop, plan, analyze, conduct, provide, implement and maintain 

programs for disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recoverò; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Homeland Security Presidential Directive-5 issued February 28, 2004, requires 

Federal departments and agencies to make adoption of the National Incident Management System 

(NIMS) by State and local organizations for their emergency management programs a condition for 

receiving Federal preparedness assistance after October 1, 2004; and 

 

 WHEREAS, modifications to the Emergency Management Agency Ordinance are necessary to 

reflect changes in Emergency Management practices and state and federal regulations.  

 

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED  by the members of the Madison County Board as 

follows: 
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1. THAT CHAPTER 36 OF T HE MADISON COUNTY OR DINANCES IS REVISED 
in accordance with attachment hereto to establish the Madison County Emergency 

Management Agency, to correct out-of-date references and to adopt the National 

Incident Management System (NIMS) as the comprehensive approach to incident 

management for all hazards. 

2. INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES REPEALED. All ordinances or parts of other 

ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall to the extent of the 

conflict be, and are hereby repealed, provided that nothing herein shall in any way 

excuse or prevent prosecution of any previous or existing violation of any ordinance 

superseded hereby. 

3. SAVINGS CLAUSE.  Nothing in this ordinance hereby adopted shall be construed to 

affect any suit or proceeding pending in any court, or any rights acquired, or liability 

incurred, or any cause or causes of action acquired or existing, under any Act or 

ordinance hereby repealed by this ordinance, nor shall any just or legal right or 

remedy of any character be lost, impaired or affected by this ordinance.  

4. PASSAGE AND PUBLICATION. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect as per 

publication by the County Clerk as provided by law and shall continue in effect and 

operation until lawfully terminated by the Madison County Board.

§ 36.01  DEFINITIONS.  

 As used in this chapter, unless the context clearly indicates otherwise, the following words and 

terms mean: 

A. ñCoordinatorò means the staff assistant to the head of a local government subdivision with the 

duty of carrying out the requirements of this resolution.  

B. ñDisasterò means an occurrence or threat of widespread or severe damage, injury or loss of life 

or property resulting from any natural or technological cause, including, but not limited to fire, 

flood, earthquake, wind, storm, hazardous materials spill or other water contamination requiring 

emergency action to avert danger or damage, epidemic, air contamination, blight, extended 

periods of severe and inclement weather, drought, infestation, critical shortages of essential fuels 

and energy, explosion, riot, hostile military or paramilitary actions, or acts of domestic terrorism. 

C. ñDisaster operationsò means the functions created in accordance with the provisions of this 

chapter to be performed by state or local political subdivisions to alleviate the effects of disaster.  

D. ñEmergency managementò means the efforts of the state and political subdivisions to develop, 

plan, analyze, conduct, provide, implement and maintain programs for disaster mitigation, 

preparedness, response and recovery. 

E. ñNational Incident Management Systemò means the consistent nationwide approach developed 

and administered in accordance with Homeland Security Presidential Directive-5 for federal, 

state, local, and tribal governments and private-sector and non-governmental organizations to 

work together effectively and efficiently, to prepare for, prevent, respond to, and recover from 

domestic incidents, regardless of cause, size, or complexity. 

F. ñPolitical subdivisionò means any county, city, village or unincorporated town.  

G. ñUnited Statesò means the several states, the District of Columbia and the Panama Canal Zone.   

  

§ 36.02 .ESTABLISHMENT  

There is hereby created the County Emergency management Agency (EMA) to prevent, minimize, repair 

and alleviate injury or damage resulting from disaster caused by enemy attack, sabotage or other hostile 

action or from natural or man-made disaster, in accordance with ILCS Ch. 20, Act 3305 Ä 1 et seq. (ô77 

code, § 33.01)  (Ord. passed 3-16-77) 

There is hereby created an office of emergency management agency to develop, plan, analyze, 

conduct, provide, implement and maintain programs for disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and 

recovery in accordance with ñThe Illinois Emergency Management Agency Actò and the National 

Incident Management System (NIMS).  

This agency will supersede the civil defense agency and emergency services and disaster agency 

heretofore authorized, and shall be known as the Madison County Emergency Management Agency 

(hereinafter EMA) 

The Madison County EMA shall consist of a Director and other administrative personnel as may be 

selected by the Director with the approval of the County Board, and may make such expenditures within 

the appropriation therefore as may be necessary to carry out the purpose of this chapter.  
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The Madison County EMA shall have jurisdiction over and serve the entire county of Madison. 

However, it shall not have jurisdiction within a municipality having its own emergency services and 

disaster agency  organization; provided that such organization is duly accredited by the Madison County 

EMA in the manner provided by Illinois administrative code. 

§ 36.03 LIMITATIONS.  

 Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to: 

A. Interfere with the course or conduct of a private labor dispute, except that actions otherwise 

authorized by this chapter or other laws may be taken when necessary to forestall or mitigate 

imminent or existing danger to public health or safety; 

B. Interfere with dissemination of news or comment of public affairs; but any communications 

facility or organization (including but not limited to radio and television stations, wire services, 

and newspapers) may be requested to transmit or print public service messages furnishing 

information or instruction in connection with a disaster emergency; 

C. Affect the jurisdiction or responsibilities of police forces, firefighting forces, units of the armed 

forces of the United States, or of any person thereof, when on active duty; but the Madison 

County Emergency Operations Plan shall place reliance upon the forces available for 

performance of functions related to disaster emergencies; 

D. Limit, modify, or abridge the authority of the County Board Chairman, the committees and the 

Madison County Board to exercise any other powers vested in them under the constitution, 

statutes, or common law of this state and county, independent of or in conjunction with any 

provisions of this chapter.   

 

§ 36.04  COMPENSATION.  

Members of the EMA who are paid employees or officers of the County, if called for training by the 

State Director of EMA, shall receive for the time spent in training the same rate of pay as is attached to 

the position held.  Members who are not county employees or officers shall not receive any compensation 

for training by the County Board or the County EMA 

(ô77 Code, Ä 33.02)  (Ord. passed 3-16-77) 

§ 36.05  FUNCTIONS. 

The Madison County EMA shall: 

A. The County EMA shall Perform the EMA such emergency management and disaster operations 

B. Functions within the Madison County as shall be prescribed in and by the State EMA plan 

Emergency Operations Plan and program prepared by the Governor, and any orders, rules and 

regulations as may be promulgated by the Governor, and such orders, rules and regulations as 

may be promulgated by the Governor,  and in addition shall perform any duties outside the 

corporate limits as may be required pursuant to any mutual aid agreement with any other political 

subdivision, municipality or quasi-municipality entered into as provided by state statute. : ñThe 

Illinois Emergency Management Agency Actò; 

C. Execute and enforce such orders, rules and regulations as may be made by the Governor under 

authority of ñThe Illinois Emergency Management Agency Actò. The Madison County EMA 

shall have available for inspection at its office all orders, rules and regulations made by the 

Governor, or under his authority, as shall be furnished by the Illinois Emergency Management 

Agency; 

D. Prepare and keep current an emergency operations plan for Madison County, said plan to be in 

compliance with the NIMS which is hereby adopted as the comprehensive approach to incident 

management for all hazards across Madison County; 

E. Interrelate with business, labor, industry, agriculture, civic and volunteer organizations and 

community leaders in the development of such a plan; 
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F. Prepare and distribute to all appropriate officials in written form a clear and complete statement 

of the organization of an incident command system, or the emergency responsibilities of all local 

departments and offices and of the disaster chain of command; 

G. Cooperate with the emergency services and disaster operations of municipalities within Madison 

County; 

H. Establish, train and maintain such volunteer EMA units as may be deemed necessary by the 

director or the County Board to place the county in a position to promptly and effectively respond 

to disaster; 

I. Initiate and coordinate planning for the establishment of an emergency operations center; 

J. Prepare, for issuance by the Board Chairman and Madison County Board, resolutions, 

proclamations and regulations as necessary or appropriate in coping with disaster; 

K. Cooperate with federal and state governments and any public or private agency or entity in 

achieving any purpose of this resolution and in implementing programs for disaster mitigation, 

preparation, response and recovery; 

L. Do all other things necessary, incidental or appropriate for the implementation of this chapter.

meets at such time, the Board Chairman shall act subject to the directions and restrictions imposed by that 

body.
