This is to inform you of several upcoming construction projects we are planning for Interstate 270 in
Madison County. Due to the impact teettraveling public, we wanted to give you a brief description of
the work and the steps we are taking to minimize that impact.

Work along Interstate 270 will include the following this construction season:

¢ Milling and resurfacing from west of IL Rte 153 the Mississippi River

¢ Rehabilitation of the highway lighting system from IL Rte 3 to the Mississippi River

¢ Installation of median cable guard from the Interstate 55/70/270 interchange to the Mississippi
River

¢ Installation of cameras to monitor trafficofn IL Rte. 157 to the Mississippi River The attached
sheet describes these projects in further detail and also shows our anticipated timeline for
construction.

We will be working with all the contractors involved to coordinate the work and minimizeuthbar of

days when lane closures are necessary. All of these projects will have restrictions on when the contractor
can close a lane to traffic. No lane closures will be permitted on Eastbe2if@filom noon to 8 p.m. and

on Westbound -R70 from 6 a.m. t& p.m. These restrictions are in place for every day of the week, not
just Monday through Friday.



The project that will have the most impact on the traveling public will be the milling and resurfacing. On
this project we have included language that & tBontractor fails to complete the work within the
specified time, they are liable to the Department in the amount of $10,000 per day for each day beyond
the specified limit. In addition, an Incentive Payment shall be paid at the rate of $10,000 perezenh fo

day not used; to a maximum of 10 days. Our intent is to encourage the contractor to limit the amount of
lane closures necessary to complete the project.

Lastly, we are implementing a public outreach program to notify the public of the upcamikgThis
includes informational letters to the area mayors and the trucking industry, meeting with the legislators,
press releases and advance message boards.

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A RESOLUTION DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND CREATING THE MADISON
COUNTY FLOOD PREVENTION DISTRICT PURSUANT TO PUBLIC ACT 095 -0719

WHEREAS, Public Act 098719, the Flood Prevention District Act, was passed by the lllinois
General Assembly and provides:

Madison, Monroe, and St. Clair Counties may each be designatedeindently and
separately as a flood prevention district for the purpose of performing emergency levee
repair and flood prevention in order to prevent the loss of life or property. The county
board of any such county may declare an emergency and cifaid prevention district

by the affirmative vote of the majority of the members of the county board; and

WHEREAS, the Southwestern lllinois counties of Madison, St. Clair and Monroe are located in
the American Bottom floodplain and include areas ptetedrom Mississippi River flooding by the
Wood River Drainage Levee District, the Chain of Rocks levee system, the Metro East Sanitary District,
the Prairie Du Pont Levee Sanitary District and the Fish Lake Drainage Levee District; and

WHEREAS, the U.SArmy Corps of Engineers has determined that the aforementioned levees
and levee systems do not provide adequate protection from gecent (1 %) annual chance flood due
to structural deficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the failure of the levees and levedays would cause an incalculable cost of life
and property; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency is in the process of issuing updated

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ACCEPTANCE OF TWO LAND ACQUISITION
GRANTS FROM THE CLEAN ENERGY COMMUNITY FOUNDATION & FROM THE
NORTH AMERICAN CONSERVATION WETLANDS ACT

WHEREAS, the County of Madison has applied for a land acquisition grants from the Clean Energy
Community Foundation; and a grant from the US Fish and Wildlife Service from the North American
Conservation Wetlands Act Program, and,

WHEREAS, the purpose of theggants are to acquire sixty three acres for the preservation of Brushy
Lake; and,
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WHEREAS, the preservation of Brushy Lake will aid in mitigating flooding problems, provide
stormwater retention, enable reservoir preservation and habitat protection; and,

WHEREAS, the acquisition of the property would protect it from development and reserve it for future
use by the US Army Corps of Engineers for the East St. Louis and Vicinity Ecological Restoration
Project; and,

WHEREAS, Madison County has received ffication of approval of the grant from the Clean Energy
Foundation, and is also in receipt of approval of the grant from the US Fish and Wildlife Service North
American Conservation Wetlands Act program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Boar of the County of Madison that the
County Board authorizes the acceptance of the land acquisition grant from the Clean Energy Community
Foundation in the amount of $283,000: the Board further authorizes the acceptance of $75,000 grant from
the US Fish andVildlife Service and allocates matching funds in the amount of $15,000 from the
Madison County Highway Department funds and an equal amount of $15,000 of matching funds from the
Madison County Planning and Development Department Solid Waste Environntemtgét. An
additional $45,000 of matching funds will also be provided from The Clean Energy Community
Foundation, in the form of a grant, to reach our 50/50 match level of $75,000, required to accept the US
Fish and Wildlife Servic€NACWA) grant.
