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AN ORDINANCE DETERMINING THE AMOUNT OF ALL COUNTY  

TAXES FOR ALL MADISON COUNTY, ILLINOIS  

PURPOSES, AND LEVYING SAID TAXES FOR THE FISCAL PERIOD  

BEGINNING WITH THE FIRST DAY OF DECEMBER, 2009 AND ENDING WITH THE 

THIRTIETH DAY OF NOVEMBER, 2010  

 

Whereas, a County Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for the County of Madison, Illinois, for 

the fiscal period of twelve months, beginning with the first day of December, 2009 and ending with the 

thirtieth day of November, 2010 has by this County Board been duly adopted and passed. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by said County Board of the County of Madison, 

Illinois as follows: 

 

 Section 1. That Thirty-one Million Four Hundred Fifty-nine Thousand Four Hundred Thirty-five 

Dollars and 00/cents ($31,459,435) be and the same is hereby fixed and determined to be the total amount 

of all County Taxes to be raised in the County of Madison, Illinois, for all purposes, for said fiscal period 

of twelve months, beginning on the first day of December, 2009 and ending with the thirtieth day of 

November, 2010. 

 

Section 2.  That Thirty-one Million Four Hundred Fifty-nine Thousand Four Hundred Thirty-five 

Dollars and 00/cents ($31,459,435) being the total amount of all County Taxes to be raised in the County 

of Madison, Illinois, for all purposes, including (1) General County Revenue (2) Detention Home (3) 

Health Department (4) Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund (5) Social Security (6) Mental Health (7) 

Museum (8) Veteranôs Assistance (9) Highway (10) Bridge (11) Matching Tax (12) Tort Judgments and 

Liability Insurance (13) Jail Bonds and Interest, be within said County of Madison, Illinois, at a rate per 

cent on each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) equalized valuation not in excess of the rate per cent 

provided by the law on all taxable property in said County subject to taxation.
