A RESOLUTION CALLING FOR THE RESTORATION OF PROBATION FUNDING IN THE
STATE OF ILLINOIS

WHEREAS, Madison County has been notified by the Administrative Officthe Illinois Courts
(AOIC) that its state fiscal year 2010 allocation for Probation Services has been cut 57% from $2,811,021
to $1,208,740; and

WHEREAS, the Probation and Court Services Department supervises 4,000 offenders in the
community, includag over 350 child sex offenders and hundreds of DUI offenders with court ordered
treatment, operate a 24/7 juvenile detention facility and annually monitor more than 2,000 public service
workers; and

WHEREAS, this reduction in state funding will result massive layoffs in the Madison County
Probation and Court Services Department; and

WHEREAS, the result of the layoffs will have broad impacts on all facets of the criminal justice
system including local law enforcement agencies, judicial operatiohsuimti ng t he Circui t C
Attorneyds and Public Defenderoés Offices, and the

WHEREAS, the layoffs will result in criminals without this needed oversight, jail overcrowding,
and an increase in crime that will have a negagiffect on citizens and their quality of life; and

WHEREAS, the AOQIC, as guided by the lllinois Supreme Court, is responsible for funding for
county probation services and receives appropriations from the lllinois Legislature; and

WHEREAS, over the pat several years, the AOIC has cut funding to the Madison County
Probation Department and has dramatically underfunded its statutory obligation; and

WHEREAS,t he recently announced cuts further reduc
necessities the massive cuts in personnel and sharp reduction in probation services; and

WHEREAS, the State of lllinois is experiencing significant financial difficulties and have also
announced cuts in security staff in state prisons and the planned reld¢hsasainds of inmates before
their sentences are served which could further jeopardize public safety and impose additional costs on the
County; and

WHEREAS, it is critical that the State of lIllinois provides the necessary resources to halt these
sharp redctions in county probation and state correctional program funding that are vital services to the
citizens of our community who rely on state government for public safety and assistance, especially in
these tough economic times.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the County of Madison calls on the
Administrative Office of the lllinois Courts to rescind all cuts in funding for probation programs and
immediately restore funding to the previous level and in addition fully fund its entire statutory obligation
for county probation programs.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT Governor Quinn is called upon to rescind all planned
cutbacks in funding for vital services that aid the criminal justice system in the State of lllinois; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT Govenor Quinn is called upon to utilize the authority
granted to him by the General Assembly to transfer available state discretionary funds to probation
services statewide and especially Madison County.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that suitable copies of thiesolution be prepared and sent to
Governor Pat Quinn, the lllinois Supreme Court, Senate President John Cullerton, House Speaker
Michael J. Madigan, and the Madison County delegation to the lllinois General Assembly.
