General Assembly and provides: 

 

Madison, Monroe, and St. Clair Counties may each be designated independently and 

separately as a flood prevention district for the purpose of performing emergency levee 

repair and flood prevention in order to prevent the loss of life or property.  The county 

board of any such county may declare an emergency and create a flood prevention district 

by the affirmative vote of the majority of the members of the county board; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Southwestern Illinois counties of Madison, St. Clair and Monroe are located in 

the American Bottom floodplain and include areas protected from Mississippi River flooding by the 

Wood River Drainage Levee District, the Chain of Rocks levee system, the Metro East Sanitary District, 

the Prairie Du Pont Levee Sanitary District and the Fish Lake Drainage Levee District; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers has determined that the aforementioned levees 

and levee systems do not provide adequate protection from the 1- percent (1 %) annual chance flood due 

to structural deficiencies; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the failure of the levees and levee systems would cause an incalculable cost of life 

and property; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency is in the process of issuing updated 

Flood Insurance Rate Maps that, as a result of the findings of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, will 

classify the American Bottom as a special flood hazard area, triggering mandatory requirements for costly 

flood insurance; and 

 

 WHEREAS, costly flood insurance will be a severe economic burden to citizens and businesses 

in the American Bottom; and 

 

 WHEREAS, businesses will be reluctant to locate in a special flood hazard area; and  

 

 WHEREAS, the Southwestern Illinois Flood Prevention Initiative Leadership Task Force (ñTask 

Forceò) is a group of leadership volunteers from Madison, St. Clair and Monroe counties representing 

business, labor, local government and civic organizations who are concerned about the risk of flooding in 

the American Bottom and the consequent threat to public safety and the economic health of the region; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Task Force was formed to consider alternative strategies to finance, design, 

construct and manage the rebuilding of the flood control systems along the Mississippi River and made 

recommendations for action to the chief elected officials of Madison, St. Clair and Monroe counties; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Task Force has been meeting since February 2008 to learn about the levee 

systems and evaluate strategies to address their expeditious restoration and repair; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the five levee systems are linked hydrologically and two of them cross county 

boundaries and all of them pass through numerous cities and towns; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the protected areas are comprised of over 143 square miles in the three counties, 

with over 73 linear miles of mainline levees; and 
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 WHEREAS, over 156,000 persons reside directly within the protected area by the named levee 

systems; and 

 

 WHEREAS, there are over 59,000 households, 4,000 businesses and 51,000 jobs within the area 

protected by the named levee systems; and 

 

 WHEREAS, major national industries are currently investing in modernizing and expanding their 

plants in the affected area; and 

 

 WHEREAS, four interstate highways pass through the protected area carrying a substantial 

number of commuter, regional and through traffic essential to the regionôs economy; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the American Bottom contains 30 rail yard facilities and is served by nine trunk-line 

railroads, with more than 40 rail lines connecting to cities nationwide.  The trains connect to highways 

and the Port of St. Louis and carry chemicals, coal, paper, lumber and other forest products, grain, 

consumer products, metals and metal products and bulk commodities such as sand, stone, ores and coke; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, the citizens and the economy of the entire region of Southwestern Illinois are at 

immediate risk due to the potential for flooding resulting from the structural deficiencies of the levee 

systems; and 

  

 WHEREAS, the Task Force has determined that an emergency exists with regard to the flood 

control systems of the American Bottom; 

 

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the County Board of Madison County as follows: 

 

 1. That pursuant to Public Act 095-0719 the County Board hereby determines that an 

emergency exists with regard to the flood control systems of the American Bottom. 

 

 2. That there is hereby creates the Madison County Flood Prevention District pursuant to 

Public Act 095-0719. 

 

 3. That Public Act 095-0719 as amended is hereby adopted by the Madison County Board 

and Madison County is designated as a Flood Protection District and the Chairman of the County Board is 

directed to take all steps necessary to implement the creation of the Madison County Flood Protection
