Lease and Operating Agreement

This agreement made as of the 17th day of June, 2009, by and between the County of Madison, Illinois, a
municipal corporation, hereinafter called "County" and the Madison County Histomciétd Inc.
hereinafter called "Society".

WHEREAS: The Society and County have previously entered into a Lease and Operating
Agreement dated July 21, 1999 concerning the lease and operation of the Madison County Historical
Museum; and,

WHEREAS, the paties wish to modify that agreement by adding additional property and
clarifying operating procedures.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby terminate said Lease and Operating Agreement dated
July 21, 1999 and replace it with the following Lease and Operétijreement.

WITNESSETH: That Society, for and in consideration of the rent hereinafter specified to be paid
by County, and the covenants and agreements hereinafter contained, by the County to be kept and
performed, as demised, leased and let unto €xdnty those certain premises in the City of
Edwardsville, lllinois, County of Madison, State of lllinois, described as follows:



Lot One Hundred Eight and Lot One Hundred Seven, excepting 38 feet off of the Southeasterly side of
Lot One Hundred Seven coeyed to Henry F. Weidey, by deed dated July 31, 1894, recorded in Book
235 Page 109 of the Recorder's Office of Madison County, lllinois, all situated in the original town (now
City) of Edwardsville, lllinois, per plat of record in the Recorder's Officéaflison County, lllinois.
(Commonly known as 715 North Main Street, in the City of Edwardsville, lllinois. Permanent Parcel
Number 14215-11-05103013); and,

The Northeasterly 118 feet of Lot 109 in the Original Town of Edwardsville, according ttatttegreof
recorded in Plat Book 4 Page 4 and recopied in Plat Book 19 Page 23, in Madison County, lllinois.
(Commonly known as 801 North Main Street, in the City of Edwardsville, lllinois. Permanent Parcel
Number 142-15-11-05-103011).

A part of Lots D6 and 107 of the Town, now City of Edwardsville, having a frontage of 91.21 feet (as per
actual survey thereof) on the westerly side of Main Street and extending back between parallel lines of
that distance apart 132.77 feet to a point and being morieyarly described as follows: beginning at

the southeast corner of said Lot 106; thence southwesterly along the line between Lots 105 and 106,
132.77 feet to a point; thenoerthwesterly on a line parallel with the westerly line of Main Street 91.21
feetto a point; thence northeasterly on a line parallel with the southeasterly line of Lot 107, 132.77 feet to
the westerly line of Main Street; thence southeasterly along the westerly line of Main Street 91.21 feet,
more or less, to the point of beginning,Madison County, Illinois. (Commonly known as 707 N. Main
Street, Edwardsville, lllinois. Permanent Parcel Numbe21#11-05-103-104).

To have and to hold unto said County on the following terms and conditions:
Term

The term of this Lease and OpéngtAgreement shall be from the 17th day of June, 2009, and ending on
the 30th day of November, 2009, and shall run thereafter fromtgg@ar from December 1 until
terminated as set forth herein.

Rental

County covenants and agrees to pay to Societiemisfor the said premises the sum of One Dollar
($1.00), for the full term hereof, which rental shall be paid within THIRTY DAYS (30) after the first day
of the Lease and Operating Agreement term.

Purposes

Said premises shall be used for Madison Cotthisyorical Museum & Archival Library purposes and the
activities of the Madison County Historical Society, Inc. in connection with those purposes. The premises
shall be used for no other purpose whatsoever without the written consent and mutual agséement
Society and County first had and obtained.

Buildings & Improvements

County may, at County's cost and expense, make such changes, alterations or improvements, except for
major alterations as described below, as it may deem necessary to fit said pfensseh use, and all
buildings, fixtures, and improvements of every kind and nature whatsoever installed by the County, shall
remain the property of County, who may remove the same upon termination of this Lease, provided, that
such removal can be donesuch a manner as not to inure or damage the demised premises. County shall
have the sole authority to select any and all contractors whose services are required to accomplish any
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building or remodeling that County may deem necessary.

County and Societghall jointly agree on any major alterations, including structural additions, changes in
wall partitions, and electrical/mechanical/HVAC systems. Said major alterations may be funded by
agreement of the parties with funds contributed by the parties ordiiman sources as agreed to by the
parties.

Taxes

Society shall pay any and all taxes levied and assessed upon any personal property, buildings, fixtures and
improvements belonging to Society and located upon the demised premises.

Repairs &Maintenance

County represents that County has inspected and examined the demised premises and accepts them in
their present condition, and agrees that Society shall not be required to make any improvements or repairs
whatsoever in or upon the premises hereby demiseahyopart thereof; County agrees to make any and

all repairs at County's sole cost and expense, and agrees to keep said premises safe and in good order and
condition at all times during the term hereof, and upon expiration of this Lease and Operatemgekgre

or any sooner termination thereof, the County will quit and surrender possession of said premises quietly
and peaceably and in as good order and condition as the same were at the commencement hereof,
reasonable wear, tear and damage by the eleragcepted; County further agrees to leave said premises

free from all nuisance and dangerous conditions.

Assignment

Neither the demised premises nor any portion thereof shall be sublet, nor shall this Lease and Operating
Agreement, or any interest therdia assigned.

Liability and Insurance

The County agrees to hold harmless and indemnify Society against liability for any personal injury and
property damage, including attorney's fees, arising out of the negligent acts and errors in the use of the
premises by the County under this Lease between the parties herein. It is specially understood and agreed
that in no case shall the County be required to pay an amount greater than the County's comparable or
proportioned fault or negligence as to the personahjirand property damage losses indemnified hereby.

The Society agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the County against liability for any personal injury
and property damage, including attorneys' fees, arising out of the negligent acts and errorsenothe u

the premises by employees, officers, directors or agents of Society. It is specially understood and agreed
that in no case shall the Society be required togragmount greater than the Society's comparable or
proportioned fault or negligence asth@ personal injury and property damage losses indemnified hereby.

The County further agrees to obtain and provide a Commercial property insurance policy covering
damage to the structures and their contents on the premises and keep said insuranceurirfortee
term of this Lease and Operating Agreement.

Termination By County

County may terminate this Lease and Agreement at any time it should be determined by the Madison
County Board that public necessity and convenience require, by serving upuciagy a written notice



of its election to so terminate, said notice shall be served at least THIRTY DAYS (30) prior to effective
termination of this Lease and Operating Agreement. Society shall have the same privilege to terminate

Compliance with Laws

County agrees to comply with all Madison County laws, ordinances, rules and regulations which may
pertain or apply to the demised premises and the use thereof.

Employees

County and Society agree through this Lease and Operating Agreement that alleespleeded or
required for the maintenance and operation of the Madison County Museum & Archival Library shall be
the sole employees of Madison County. County personnel policies and procedures shall apply. All hiring
decisions made by County shall be madeonsultation with Society.

Budget

Each year at a time designated by the County Board Finance and Government Operations Committee, the
Society and the County Board Institutions Committee, or other committee as designated by the County
Board, shall prpare a budget in such detail as is requested of other County departments for the Madison
County Museum & Archival Library and which will include all sources of public funding, including
museum tax revenues, general allocations from the County generalafushdyther sources of public
funding such as grants. The proposed budget shall be presented to the Finance and Government
Operations Committee for their recommendation and subsequent County Board approval. The County
Board shall determine, in its sole diston, the amount of the annual museum tax to be levied, if any, to
support the Madison County Historical Museum & Archival Library. The Society may contribute funds to
the County for inclusion in the budget to be used to support the operation of theoMa&zbhunty
Historical Museum & Archival Library, or it may make direct expenditures for such purposes from its
separate revenue sources as determined by the Board of Directors of the Society. County and Society may
jointly pursue funding from other sourc@ssupport the operation of said Museum.

Expenditures

The County shall approve or disapprove each expenditure to be made from the Madison County
Historical Museum & Archival Library budget in the same manner in which it approves or disapproves

expenditues to be made from the budgets of other County departments. Such approval shall not,
however, apply to expenditures by Society from its separate funds and revenues.

Operating Procedures

The County and Society agree that the Madison County HistoricabWius Archival Library is an
eleemosynary institution operated jointly by County and Society for the benefit of the people of Madison
County. The Museum will operate under the joint control of the County and Society and operating
policies and decisions @dkd thereto shall be made jointly by the Board of Directors of the Society and
the County Board Institutions Committee, or other committee as designated by the County Board. The
museum Superintendent shall be appointed by the County Board upon the awVicensent of the

Board of Directors of the Society. Said Museum Superintendent shall be subject to the County's general
policies for department heads and will be responsible to the Board of Directors of the Society and the
County Board Institutions Comihée in the day to day operation of the Museum. The Museum
Superintendent shall report regularly on the operations of the Museum to the Board of Directors of the
Society and the County Board Institutions Committee.
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Inventory

The staff of the Museum shatifaintain on a continuous basis throughout the term of this lease records of
accessions by the Museum andateessions. Such records shall be available to both County and Society.

This Lease and Operating Agreement entered into pursuant to Resolutinittestilipy the Institutions
Committee of the Madison County Board, Madison County, lllinois, and approved by said County Board
on 17" day of June, 2009.
