FLOOD PREVENTION RETAILERSô AND SERVICE OCCUPATION TAXES WITHIN THE 

TERRITORY OF THE MADISON COUNTY FLOOD PREVENTION DISTRICT, MA DISON 

COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

WHEREAS, Section 25 of the Flood Prevention District Act, as amended (the ñActò), authorizes 

the County Board (the ñCounty Boardò) of The County of Madison, Illinois (the ñCountyò), to impose 

flood prevention retailersô occupation taxes upon all persons engaged in the business of selling tangible 

personal property at retail within the territory of the Madison County Flood Prevention District, Madison 

County, Illinois (the ñDistrictò), on the gross receipts from all taxable sales made in the course of that 

business and a flood prevention service occupation taxes upon all persons engaged within the territory of 

the District in the business of making sales of service, who, as an incident to making those sales of 

service, transfer tangible personal property, either in the form of tangible personal property or in the form 

of real estate as an incident to a sale of service, on the selling price of all tangible personal property or 

real estate so transferred, at a rate of 0.25%  (the ñFlood Prevention Taxesò), to provide revenue to pay 

the costs of providing emergency levee repair and flood prevention and to secure the payment of bonds, 

notes, and other evidences of indebtedness issued by the District under the Act, if the Board of 

Commissioners of the District (the ñFPD Boardò) determines that an emergency situation exists 

regarding levee repair or flood prevention; and 

 

WHEREAS, in August 2007, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (ñFEMAò) announced 

it was revising all flood risk maps throughout the United States due to severe potential flood risks in the 

future; and 

 

WHEREAS, based upon specific FEMA standards, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers identified 

the 70-year-old five southwestern Illinois levee system (the Wood River, Chain of Rocks, Prairie Du 

Pont, Fish Lake and Metro East Sanitary District levees) in Madison, St. Clair and Monroe Counties 

(which includes levees within the territory of the District) to be at risk of failing due to structural 

deficiencies; and  

 

WHEREAS, the reason for structural deficiencies is based upon the advanced age and condition of 

the levees and related pumping facilities including such factors as under-seepage (water pushing into the 

sand layer under the levee and causing swirls or voids that eventually would dig away at the levee, 

causing it to collapse), obsolescent or outdated equipment, and deterioration over time; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Southwestern Illinois Flood Prevention Initiative Leadership Task Force (the 

ñTask Forceò) has gathered information, held public forums and prepared testimony regarding the 

condition of the levees within the District and any necessary repairs and prevention measures that may 

need to be undertaken; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Task Force has adopted a resolution declaring that an emergency situation exists 

regarding levee repair and flood prevention; and 

 

WHEREAS, the FPD Board recognized that a catastrophic levee failure within the District would 

cost billions of dollars in both direct and indirect costs to the residents and businesses within the District; 

and  

WHEREAS, such costs would include billions of dollars (i) in damage to residential and non-

residential structures and equipment, furniture and other contents of homes and businesses; (ii) in lost 
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economic output from businesses, suppliers and farmers; (iii) in crop and related farm damage and (iv) to 

replace or repair damage to both private and public infrastructure, including the following: 

 

Damages to Public Structures 

Damages to Publicly -Owned Equipment 

Cleanup and Restoration of Public Facilities 

Damages to Parks and Recreation Facilities 

Damages to Water Control Facilities 

Damages to Railroad Properties 

Road and Bridge Damage 

Damages to Trucking Facilities 

Damages to Airports 

Damages to Navigation Facilities 

Sewer System Damages 

Damages to Electric Utilities 

Other Utility Damage 

; and 

WHEREAS, the FPD Board further recognized that many indirect costs would be associated with a 

catastrophic levee failure, including the following: 

 (i) A catastrophic flood would block interstate, state and county highways causing 

considerable damage to both regional and national commerce;  

 (ii)  The District contains railway lines that are important to both the national and 

regional economy;  

 (iii)  Wages earned by the thousand of workers in the District help to support the entire 

southwestern Illinois economy and portions of the region in Missouri.  If these jobs were lost for 

an extended period of time, there would be a multiplier effect, resulting in additional losses to 

area businesses;  

 (iv) Certain industries located in the District serve a national market.  A loss of these 

facilities would create economic ripples across the country;  

 (v) If water and sewer service for large portions of the District were negatively 

affected, it would create a flood of refugees to neighboring regions; and 

 (vi) The human suffering created by a catastrophic disaster would perhaps be the most 

significant type of impact.   

; and 

 

WHEREAS, the FPD Board further recognized that flooding in populated areas that would occur 

because of a catastrophic levee failure would produce adverse health effects during or immediately after 

the flooding (including deaths and serious injuries), in the days or early weeks following the flooding 

(including the spread of infectious diseases, the disruption of water and sewerage service and the potential 

for toxic releases), and for many months or years after the flooding (including adverse psychological 

effects and the likelihood of mold and toxic fungal contamination in buildings and homes); and 

 

WHEREAS, the FPD Board further recognized that the possibility of a catastrophic levee failure 

has a chilling effect on commercial, industrial and residential development within the District; and 
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WHEREAS, the FPD Board in a resolution adopted by the FPD Board on the 5th day of August, 

2008 (the ñFPD Resolutionò), declared that an emergency situation exists regarding levee repair and 

flood prevention within the District; and  

 

WHEREAS, the FPD Resolution further requested the County Board to impose the Flood 

Prevention Taxes; and 

 

WHEREAS, the County Board is now authorized to impose the Flood Prevention Taxes within the 

territory of the District: 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It and It Is Hereby Ordained by the County Board of The County of 

Madison, Illinois, as follows: 

 

 Section 1. Incorporation of Preambles.  The County Board hereby finds that all of the recitals 

contained in the preambles to this Ordinance are full, true and correct and does incorporate them into this 

Ordinance by this reference. 

 

 Section 2. Flood Prevention Taxes Imposed.  The County hereby imposes the following taxes 

(heretofore defined as the ñFlood Prevention Taxesò) within the territory of the District. 

 A. RETAILERSô OCCUPATION TAX .  Except as otherwise provided in subparagraph C 

of this Section, there is hereby imposed upon all persons engaged in the business of selling 

tangible personal property at retail within the territory of the District, a retailersô occupation tax at 

a rate equal to one quarter of one percent (.25%) of the gross receipts from all taxable sales made 

in the course of that business. 

 B. SERVICE OCCUPATION TAX . Except as otherwise provided in subparagraph C of 

this Section, there is hereby imposed upon all persons engaged within the territory of the District 

in the business of making sales of service, who, as an incident to making those sales of service, 

transfer tangible personal property, either in the form of tangible personal property or in the form 

of real estate as an incident to a sale of service, a service occupation tax at a rate equal to one 

quarter of one percent (.25%) of the selling price of tangible personal property or real estate so 

transferred within the District. 

 C. EXCLUSIONS FROM TAX .  The retailersô occupation tax and the service occupation 

tax imposed pursuant to this Ordinance shall not be imposed on personal property titled or 

registered with an agency of the State; food for human consumption that is to be consumed off 

the premises where it is sold (other than alcoholic beverages, soft drinks, and food that has been 

prepared for immediate consumption); prescription and non-prescription medicines, drugs, and 

medical appliances; modifications to a motor vehicle for the purpose of rendering it usable by a 

disabled person; or insulin, urine testing materials, and syringes and needles used by diabetics. 

 

 Section 3. Revenues Derived from the Flood Prevention Taxes.  The revenues derived from 

the Flood Prevention Taxes, if, as and when received by the County, shall be maintained in a special fund 

known as the Madison County Flood Prevention Occupation Tax Fund.  The County shall, at the direction 

of the District, use moneys in said Fund to pay the costs of providing emergency levee repair and flood 

prevention and to pay bonds, notes, and other evidences of indebtedness of the District issued under the 

Act. 

 

 Section 4. Transmittal to Department of Revenue.  The County Clerk is hereby directed to  

transmit a certified copy of this Ordinance to the Department of Revenue (the ñDepartmentò) of the State 

of Illinois not later than September 30, 2008, for administration and enforcement by the Department 

commencing on January 1, 2009. 
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 Section 5. Severability.  If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall 

be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, 

paragraph or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance. 

 

 Section 6. Repealer and Effective Date.  All ordinances and resolutions and parts of 

ordinances and resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed, and that this 

Ordinance be in full force and effect forthwith upon its adoption.

Over the last several years, through the use of HOME Investment Partnership Program funds, Madison 

County Community Development has assisted 7 supportive housing projects. These projects have 

produced 104 beds for the mentally ill and developmentally disabled populations.  Two of the seven 

projects have been sponsored and owned by Chestnut Health Systems, a non-profit organization whose 

mission is; ñMaking a difference:  Improving Quality Of Life Through Excellence In Serviceò.  Both 

projects have created 46 out of the 104 beds for the special needs populations; they have been very 

successful and a great asset to Madison County. 

 

Chestnut Health Systems and Frye Properties are requesting HOME Program funding to support the cost 

of acquiring and rehabbing a 17 unit rental housing complex located in Collinsville.  There are 13 1-

bedroom units and 4 2-bedroom units.  One of the 2-bedroom units will be converted into office space for 

the on-site staff.  Each 1-bedroom unit will allow occupancy by 1 individual and the 2-bedroom units may 

occupy 2 individuals; allowing for a maximum of 19 individuals.   The complex is fairly new but will 

need standard repairs and modifications to meet the projects needs, the local housing code and comply 

with Section 504.   

 

The proposed 16 unit rental housing complex will be utilized as an independent living facility with 

supportive services for people with mental illness and/or developmental disabilities.  The tenants will be 

properly assessed by Chestnut Health Systems to determine their level of need for supportive services.  

The property owner and manager will be Frye Properties who will hold leases with the tenants and an 

agreement with Chestnut Health Systems to assist with the selection of tenants and to provide the 

supportive services.  Chestnut Health Systems has experience with several very successful housing 

projects located in Fairview Heights, Belleville, Granite City, Pontoon Beach and other locations in 

Madison County that were structured similarly to the proposed project. 

 

Supportive Housing Services Subsidy 
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The supportive housing services to be provided by Chestnut Health Systems will be funded by an annual 

grant from the Madison County Mental Health Board.  The services will include providing for the care of 

the residents residing in the facility with support of professionally trained staff 24 hours a day and access 

to Chestnut Health Systemsô programs and services that follow a treatment and recovery based 

philosophy.  The services grant amount is proposed for $557,323.  It is anticipated Medicaid services 

reimbursements will lower this annual cost, but the level of reimbursement will vary from year to year 

based on the resident and the services they use so the amount of reduction is unknown. 

 

Housing Subsidy 

 

The Developer is seeking Project Based Housing Vouchers for this development.  These vouchers will 

provide revenue to pay the monthly rent for the residents.   Any units occupied without a voucher will be 

subsidized by an annual housing subsidy from the Madison County Mental Health Board.  The annual 

rent for the development is estimated at $114,828.  The level of funding from the housing vouchers will 

reduce this amount accordingly.

 WHEREAS, in some litigation between parents, the parties have such animosity towards each 

other that a civil exchange of their children for visitation purposes is not possible without rancor or 

violence, and 

 

 WHEREAS, such incidents lead to increased filings in the Family Division of the Circuit Court, 

as well as claims for personal injury and property damage in the Civil Division of the Circuit Court and 

criminal complaints in the Criminal Division of the Circuit Court; and   

 

 WHEREAS, a reduction in the filings in the Circuit Court in any one division inures to the 

benefit of other divisions of the Circuit Court; and 

 

 WHEREAS, local police departments in the past have often served as custody exchange points, 

but providing this service has proven taxing to many of these departments,  keeping officers in the police 

station to supervise custody exchanges necessarily results in a reduced police presence on the streets of 

Madison County; and
