negotiating mutually satisfactory security agreements for the infrastructure loan; and (4) the City agreeing not 

to initiate its proposed energy efficiency project until it has received a "Notice to Proceed" from Madison 

County;  

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this loan be made for a seven year term at zero percent interest 

to assist in funding the City’s energy efficiency project.
