21. Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman Michael Campbell called the meeting of the Zoning Board to 

order at 8:30 a.m. on February 19, 2009 in the offices of the Madison County Planning and 

Development Department. A quorum of the Zoning Board was declared present with Kacer, 

Davis, Carter, Young, and Quatto. 

 

FACTS 

 

22. It is noted for the record that all required notices were sent to the adjoining property owners and 

proper newspaper and on-site notifications have been made.  

 

23. A public hearing was convened on subject property site at 10:50 a.m. and all members of the 

Zoning Board were on-site and made themselves familiar with the neighborhood and area in 

question. All witnesses testified under oath and any and all exhibits were presented to the Zoning 

Board and were made part of the file and admitted into evidence.   

 

5. Testifying on behalf of the proposal was Glenna Eaton, owner of record, and occupant of 

manufactured home who indicated that she would like to continue placement of her double wide 

manufactured home on this site for another five years for her and her family.  

 

6. No other parties spoke in favor of the proposed request. 

 

7. No parties spoke in opposition of the proposed request. 

 

8. During the hearing, all parties, both pro and con were given ample opportunity to participate, ask 

questions and give evidence as they deemed appropriate.  

9. After having heard both those for and against the proposal and having heard all the evidence and 

testimony presented, the Chairman closed the public hearing portion of Case #Z09-0021 at 10:55 

a.m. 

 

FINDINGS  

 

9. After reconvening in the offices of the Madison County Planning and Development Department, 

the Madison County Zoning Board of Appeals reviewed the facts of Case #Z09-0021.  
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10. Motion was made by Mr. Kacer and Seconded by Mr. Carter to recommend the Special Use 

Permit, whereupon the Chairman asked for discussion on the motion. 

 

11. The Zoning Board of Appeals finds that after hearing all testimony and reviewing the facts of the 

case, that the condition upon which the requested Special Use Permit is based that the granting of 

the Special Use Permit would not be detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to other 

property or improvements in the neighborhood in which the property is located; and is compatible 

with the surrounding area.  

 

12. Voice vote.

Where upon the Chairman declared the motion duly approved. 

 

RECOMMENDATION  

 

The Madison County Zoning Board of Appeals recommends the request for a Special Use Permit in order 

to continue placement of a double wide manufactured home for the occupancy of Glenna Eaton and 

family for a period not to exceed five years be granted.  This voids SUP #Z08-0049. When the need for 

this Special Use Permit has expired, then this manufactured home must be removed from site; and any 

violation of any of the terms of this Special Use Permit will cause revocation of same.  This property is 

located at 3221 Princeton Avenue, Collinsville, Illinois.
