 WHEREAS, the Madison County Board previously authorized a lease/purchase agreement for the 

Freeman School property in Troy, which is utilized by the Madison County Regional Office of Education 

(ROE) for the Educational Therapy Center and the Center for Educational Opportunity programs; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the ROE now requests the Madison County Board proceed with the execution of the 

purchase agreement with the Triad School District utilizing funds set forth in the FY09 Capital Project 

Budget; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the ROE has agreed to enter into a lease agreement with the Madison County Board 

that sets forth the terms of the Lease including the payment of rent that will reimburse Madison County 

for the purchase of the property and establishing other terms associated with the operation and  

maintenance of said facility; and 

 

 WHEREAS, it is recommended by the Madison County Regional Superintendent of Schools and 

the Buildings and Facilities Management Committee that purchase be completed and the lease agreement 

executed. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED  by the County Board of the County of Madison that it 

hereby authorizes the purchase of the Freeman School in Troy from the Triad School District at a cost of 

$255,000 and authorizes the County Board Chairman to execute all documents in association with said 

purchase.

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W S FREEMAN SCHOOL LEASE 

 

 An agreement made and entered into this _____________ day of ___________, 2009, by and 

between the Board of Madison County, Illinois, (hereinafter Lessor) and the Madison County Regional 

Superintendent of Schools  (hereinafter Lessee). 

 

RECITALS 

 

 WHEREAS, Lessor and Lessee are public agencies within the meaning of the Illinois 

Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et. seq.; and, 

  

 WHEREAS, the Illinois Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, in pertinent part, authorizes public 

agencies to enter into agreements for the lease of real and personal property; and, 

  

 WHEREAS, Lessor holds title to certain improved real property commonly known as W S 

Freeman School, located at 201 Staunton Road, Troy, Illinois. The legal description of said property is 

attached hereto, made a part hereof and is marked as Exhibit A; and, 

  

 WHEREAS, Lessor is authorized to lease said real property pursuant to Counties Code Section 5-

1005(2), 55 ILCS 55/5-1005(2), and the Local Government Property Transfer Act, 50 ILCS 605/0.01, et. 

seq., and desires to lease said property to Lessee on the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth; and, 

 

 WHEREAS, Lessee is authorized to lease real property for public purposes pursuant to Section 

15.14 of Article 3 of the Illinois School Code,105 ILCS 5/3-15.14, and desires to lease said property on 

the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth; and, 

  

 WHEREAS, the parties desire to enter into this agreement to define and specify their respective 

rights and duties relating to the leased Premises. 

 

AGREEMENT 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE , in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein 

and the foregoing recitals, the parties agree as follows: 

1. PREMISES 

 

Lessor leases to Lessee certain land and improvements commonly known as W S Freeman 

School, located at 201 Staunton Road, Troy, Illinois, more fully described on Exhibit A, attached hereto 

and made a part hereof (hereinafter ñPremisesò). Said Premises shall be provided to Lessee ñas isò. 

 

2. TERM 

 

 The term of this Lease shall be for Fifty (50) years commencing on August 1, 2009.  However, 

beginning in the ninth year of the lease, Lessee may unilaterally terminate the lease and all obligations 

hereunder by giving the Lessor a written 30 day notice of termination. 

3. PURPOSES 

 

 Lessee shall use Premises only for those purposes permitted, allowed or implicitly defined by the 

laws of the State of Illinois, as now or hereafter authorized for an educational setting, provided, however, 

that Lessee may sublet any portion of the Premises, but only with prior written approval of Lessor. 

  

4.  RENT 
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 The rental during the first seven years of the lease shall be at the rate of $35,000.00 annually, to 

be paid in equal installments of $8,750.00, on August 1, November 1, February 1, and May 1 of each 

year. The rental during the eighth year of the lease shall be at the rate of $10,000.00 annually, to be paid 

in equal installments of $2,500.00 on August 1, November 1, February 1, and May 1 of that year. The 

rental for the remaining 42 years of the lease shall be at the rate of $1.00 annually. 

4. SUBLET AND ASSIGNMENT 

 

 Lessee shall not sublet the Premises or any part thereof, nor assign this Lease, without prior 

written consent of the Lessor.   

 

5. UTILITIES, COSTS AND TAXES 

 

 Lessee shall pay and be solely responsible for all utility bills.  Lessee shall also be responsible for 

all custodial, maintenance and garbage removal costs associated with Lesseeôs use and occupancy of the 

Premises.  Likewise, Lessee shall be responsible for snow removal, grass cutting, painting, window repair 

and other activities required to maintain the Premises and grounds in a clean and healthy condition during 

Lesseeôs use or occupancy. 

 Lessor and Lessee acknowledge that the Premises are presently tax exempt and that Lesseeôs 

contemplated use of the Premises will preserve said tax exempt status.  Lessor and Lessee agree to take 

all actions necessary to continue to secure said tax exemption on the Premises.  Lessee agrees that in the 

event its use of the Premises, or its sublease or assignment under this Agreement of the same, results in 

the assessment and levy of real estate taxes upon the Premises, Lessee shall be responsible for payment of 

said taxes, including any interest or penalties thereon, and hereby agree to save, indemnify and hold 

Lessor harmless for the same.  

 

6. CARE OF PREMISES 

 

Neither Lessee nor Lessor shall perform any acts or carry on any practices which may injure the 

Premises or any part thereof or persons or property upon the Premises, or which may be a nuisance or 

menace.  Lessee, at its own expense, shall maintain the Premises and keep them at all times clean and free 

from rubbish and dirt and in a sanitary condition in accordance with the laws, directions, rules, and 

regulations of the governmental agencies having jurisdiction thereof.  Lessee shall, with respect to the 

leased Premises, comply with all requirements of law applicable thereto. Lessee shall store trash and 

garbage and arrange for the regular removal thereof. 

 Lessee may make improvements and modifications to the Premises and grounds at its own 

expense.  All signage must meet all requirements of City of Troy ordinances.  Lessee may install a 

security alarm system at its own expense. 

 

7. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS 

 

 A.   Lessee shall be solely responsible for the costs of all maintenance and repairs of the 

Premises. The determination of what maintenance and repairs to perform on the Premises and the timing 

thereof shall be solely at the discretion of the Lessee.  Lessee agrees to utilize the services of Lessor 

personnel to perform any maintenance and repairs the cost of which totals $10,000.00 or less. Lessee shall 

reimburse Lessor for the costs of any services provided by Lessor personnel totaling $10,000.00 or less.  

Lessee, at its option, may utilize the services of any an outside  vendor of its choosing when the cost of 

the maintenance or repair to the premises totals more than $10,000.00.  All procurements associated with 

the repair and maintenance of the premises must be done in conformity with the Madison County 

Purchasing Ordinance. 

  

9. INSURANCE 
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 As additional rent, Lessee agrees to provide and maintain, with an intergovernmental agreement 

or reputable insurance company licensed to do business within the State of Illinois and approved by 

Lessor, and at Lesseeôs sole costs and expense, public liability insurance, insuring as additional named 

insured Lessor, Lessorôs officers, agents and employees, their successors and assigns, and Lessee against 

any and all claims, demands or action for injury to or death of one or more persons in any one occurrence 

in an amount of not less than $2,000,000.00 and for property damage to property in an amount of not less 

than $2,000,000.00, made by or on behalf of any person, firm, or corporation, arising from, related to or 

connected with the conduct and operation of Lesseeôs business, in use of or occupancy on the Premises or 

sublet or assignment of same, or arising out of the installation, maintenance and use by Lessee  and 

Lesseeôs equipment and improvements on the building and real estate Premises, and in addition and in 

like amounts covering Lesseeôs contractual liability under the aforesaid hold harmless, defense and 

indemnification provisions.  Lessee shall also maintain Workerôs Compensation insurance at its sole cost 

and expense.  Lessee shall provide Lessor with certificates of insurance showing the required coverage to 

be in effect prior to occupying the Premises.  Said policies of insurance shall provide for at least thirty 

(30) days written notice to Lessor of termination and cancellation of the policies.  Lessee shall provide 

certificates of insurance renewal ten (10) days before the expiration date of the policy.     

 Lessee shall provide and maintain fire insurance and extended coverage with an 

intergovernmental agreement or reputable insurance company licensed to do business in Illinois, for the 

full insurable value of the real estate.  Lessor waives any right to any proceeds under Lesseeôs fire and 

extended coverage insurance policies 

 

 10. LESSORôS REMEDIES 

 

 If Lessee defaults with respect to any payment, duty, obligation, covenant or condition on 

Lesseeôs part agreed to or provided hereunder, and Lessee has not quit the Premises and has not complied 

with all other of its obligations under this Lease, it shall be lawful for Lessor, at is election and upon 

thirty (30) days written notice during which time Lessee may remedy such cause for notice, to declare the 

said term ended, and to reenter and expel, remove and put Lessee and all persons occupying said Premises 

under Lessee, and the said Premises, again to repossess and enjoy as in their first and former estate.  If 

default shall be made in any covenant, agreement, condition or undertaking other than payment of rent 

and any other payments as herein provided, which cannot with due diligence be cared within a period of 

thirty (30) days, and if no notice thereof in writing shall have been given to Lessee, and if Lessee, prior to 

the expiration of thirty (30) days from and after the giving of such notice, commences to eliminate the 

cause of such default and proceeds diligently and with reasonable dispatch and does so cure such default, 

Lessor shall not have the right to declare the said term ended by reason of such default; provided, 

however, that the curing of any default in such manner shall not be construed to limit or to restrict the 

right of Lessor to declare the said term ended and enforce all of its rights and remedies hereunder for any 

other default not so cured. 

 The foregoing provisions for the termination of this Lease for any default in any of its covenants 

shall not operate to exclude or suspend any other remedy of Lessor for breach of any of said covenants or 

for the recovery of said rent or any advance of Lessor made thereon.
