It is noted for the record that all required notices were seahttadjoining property owners and proper
newspaper and esite notifications have been made.

A public hearing was convened on subject property site at 11:50 a.m. and all members of the Zoning

Board were ossite and made themselves familiar with tie@ghborhood and area in question. All

witnesses testified under oath and any and all exhibits were presented to the Zoning Board and were made
part of the file and admitted into evidence. A Staff Advisory Report was provided to the Zoning Board

and Petioner prior to the hearing, a copy of which is on file with this petition.

Testifying on behalf of the proposal was Donald Merz, owner of record. He stated that he is proposing to
construct a new home on site and Gargac Lane is not a public roadria¢nefoeason for his request for
a variance for the zero feet of road frontage instead of the required 40 feet.

No other parties spoke in favor of the proposed request.

Donald Gargac, adjoining property owner, stated that he has no objection tadhee/aequest but

indicated that he would like to go on record and request that the county review the site and building plan
to ensure that the drainage of the area is not affected. The area is agricultural property and he has
concerns that the buildingts may impact the natural flow of drainage. In conclusion, he stated again

that he would appreciate it if the county would check over everything to ensure that the drainage does not
adversely affect adjacent properties.

Mark Tippett, adjoining propertowner, stated that they have concerns in regards to the drainage
problems.

Phillip Merz, father of the applicant, stated that the drainage has always been a problem, even before the
road was put in.

In rebuttal, applicant stated that when the new road that was put in, it was not completed correctly, there
is no culvert, and that is the cause for the drainage problems.

During the hearing, all parties, both pro and con were given amptatopity to participate, ask
guestions and give evidence as they deemed appropriate.

After having heard both those for and against the proposal and having heard all the evidence and
testimony presented, the Pfem Chairman closed the public hearingtioor of Case #Z209046 at
12:00 p.m.

FINDINGS

After reconvening in the offices of the Madison County Planning and Development Department, the
Madison County Zoning Board of Appeals reviewed the facts of Case G4R®

Motion was made by Mr. Cartand Seconded by Mr. Young to recommend the Variance whereupon the
Pro-Tem Chairman asked for discussion on the motion.

The Zoning Board of Appeals finds that after hearing all testimony and reviewing the facts of the case,
that the condition upon whichelrequested Variance is based, the granting of the Variance would not be
detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to other property or improvements in the neighborhood in

which the property is located.; and is compatible with the surrounding area.

Further, the Zoning Board of Appeals has acknowledged that there is a potential drainage problem and
has forwarded the information to the Madison County Stormwater Department.

RECOMMENDATION

The Madison County Zoning Board of Appeals recommends the request for a Variance as per Article

instead of the required 40 feet be granted. This property is located next to 3836 Gargac Lane, Granite
City, lllinois.
