WHEREAS, Madison County Health Department receives approximately $400,000 annually from
this grant to fund its ae public health programs including control and surveillance of communicable
diseases, retail food safety inspections, administration of immunizations, inspections of private drinking
water wells, and multiple other critical functions; and,

WHEREAS, thetermination of the Local Health Protection Grant will adversely, and potentially
irreparably, harm the ability of the Madison Coun
critical functions and to respond to public health emergencies; and,

WHEREAS, the termination of the Local Health Protection Grant will further adversely affect the
ability of the Madison County Health Department to respond to the Influenza Type A HLIN1 pandemic
making the timing of the elimination of the grant particularly ueyand,

WHEREAS, it is the belief of the Madison County Board acting as the Board of Health that the
elimination of the Local Health Protection Grant is shortsighted and will likely result in great hardship,
expense, and threat to life and health as a result of thditiynadbiperform these core functions;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Madison County Board acting as the Board of
Health implores the lllinois General Assembly and Governor Patrick Quinn to immediately restore
funding for the Local Health Protian Grant in the proposed FY 2010 IDPH budget and directs the
County Clerk to forward a copy of this resolution to each member of the lllinois General Assembly
representing citizens of Madison County and to Governor Quinn for their consideration.

The Madison County Detention Center utilizes an audio mangdcommunication system that
allows personnel in the Control Room to audibly monitor and talk to residents in their rooms, as
well as communicate with nearly all areas of the facility. This system is an integral component of
insuring the safety and wdlleing of detainees, and as of May, it is no longer operational.

We have had three electronics repair companies (Tech Electronics, Will Electronics, and Corsair
Controls, Inc.) attempt to repair the system since it began to fail in mid May. All threéerceohf
that the system we have cannot be repaired and must be replaced.

The absence of an operable monitoring system greatly increases the County's liability should
someone become injured or ill and the staff in the control room were not alerted inya timel
fashion. In addition, the potential for delayed response to attempted escapes or detainee
altercations is greatly heightened without a reliable communication system to insure manpower
can be dispatched quickly to where it is needed.

As the Superintendén respectfully request that the County take steps necdassapylace the
audio monitoringcommunication system as soon as possible.

34. No parties spoke in opposition of the progbsequest.

35. During the hearing, all parties, both pro and con were given ample opportunity to participate, ask
guestions and give evidence as they deemed appropriate.

36. After having heard both those for and against the proposal and having heareli¢mee and
testimony presented, the Chairman closed the public hearing portion of CaseQ680& 11:35
a.m.
