 WHEREAS, Madison County has a self-insured Workers' Compensation Program; and 

 

 WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the program to provide excess insurance coverage for 

catastrophic losses which may occur; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Madison County has requested quotes from various excess insurance carriers; and 

 

 WHEREAS, responses have been reviewed by the Finance and Government Operation Committee; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, the most favorable quote is from Safety National Casualty Corporation which has 

proposed a one-year excess policy with a specific self-insured retention of $550,000 of the statutory limit 

with an aggregate excess limit of $2,000,000 for the deposit premium of $54,749. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Madison County accept the Safety National Casualty 

Corporation Excess Workers' Compensation Insurance proposal effective February 22, 2010, for a one year 

period. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT Madison County continue the contract with Claims 

Management Incorporated for modified claims adjusting services and Medicare Section 111 mandatory 

reporting for the Self-Funded Workersô Compensation Program for a monthly fee of $2,050 effective 

February 22, 2010 for a two year period.
