Section are not sufficient to cover the costs of providing the servicesò; and  

 

 WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/3-5018 requires a statement of the costs of providing each service, 

program and activity shall be prepared and be part of the public record; and 

 

 WHEREAS, a statement of cost (attached hereto and made a part hereof) and cost analysis by 

MAXIMUS Consulting Services has been prepared; and 

 

 WHEREAS, based on the MAXIMUS Consulting Services study, the County Board recommends 

the Code be amended to increase the County GIS Recorderôs fees. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED  that the County Code is amended as follows:  For 

implementing or maintaining the Countyôs Geographic Information System, $9 of which $1 shall be 

deposited to the Recorderôs special funds created under Section 3-5005.4. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED  that this fee will become effective on December 1, 2009.

 WHEREAS, the County Board of the County of Madison, Illinois has found it appropriate to amend 

Ordinance Number 97-06 so as to add new territory in the County of Madison to the Gateway Commerce 

Center Enterprise Zone; and 

 

 WHEREA S, the County of Madison has determined that it is necessary and in the best interest of the 

County of Madison and economic development in the Gateway Commerce Center area to further add new 

property in the County of Madison to the Gateway Commerce Center Enterprise Zone based upon Schulte 

Supplyôs (Developersô) representation of their plans to expand operations, contingent on the following three 

stipulations: construction must begin within 12 months, the building must be built as proposed, and the 

fencing material along State Route 143 is to be solid fencing for the first 100-200ô depending on the 

location of the of building and gradient of the SIUE exit ramp and the view into the storage yard then 

vinyl fencing will be used for the remainder of the property;  

  

 WHEREAS, with the further expansion of the enterprise zone, the new property will receive all the 

state and local amenities provided by the present enterprise zone; and 

 

 WHEREAS, a public hearing was held at 4:00 P.M. on Thursday, July 22, 2009 in Room 145 at the 

Madison County Administration Building located at 157 North Main, Edwardsville, Illinois where 

pertinent information was presented.

(1) That the County Board of the County of Madison hereby approves, subject to the concurrence of the 

city council of the city of Edwardsville, the village board of trustees of the village Pontoon Beach, 

and the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity; the expansion of the Gateway 

Commerce Center Enterprise Zone to include the property identified in Exhibit "A" hereby 

incorporated by reference; 

 

(2) That the County Board of the County of Madison, subject to the passage of comparable ordinances 

by the city council of the city of Edwardsville, the village board of trustees of the village of Pontoon 

Beach, and subject to the approval of the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic 

Opportunity hereby approves the new boundary description of the enterprise zone as identified in 

Exhibit "B" hereto; 

 

(3) That the County of Madison will provide all local benefits and amenities in the expanded territory as 

is currently being accorded to inhabitants of the Gateway Commerce Center Enterprise Zone; and 
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(4) That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately following its passage, approval, 

recording, inspection and publication, as may be required, according to law.

 WHEREAS, on March 19, 1986, the County Board of the County of Madison, Illinois passed 

Ordinance Number 86-2 entitled "An Ordinance Establishing An Enterprise Zone Within The County of 

Madison, Said Enterprise Zone Being A Portion of A Larger Enterprise Zone Encompassing Contiguous 

Portions of The County of Madison, The City of Alton, The Village of East Alton, The City of Wood River, 

The Village of Hartford, The Village of Roxana, and the Village of South Roxana", providing a boundary 

description for the Riverbend Enterprise Zone; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County Board of the County of Madison, Illinois has found it appropriate to amend 

Ordinance Number 86-2 from time to time since its passage so as to add new territory to the Riverbend 

Enterprise Zone; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County of Madison has determined that it is necessary and in the best interest of the 

County of Madison and economic development in the Riverbend area to further add new territory in the City 

of Wood River to the Riverbend Enterprise Zone based upon: WR Landing, LLCôs planned  development 

program consisting of a secured approval by InterContinental Hotels Group for a new 100 room Holiday 

Inn Express and Suites Hotel, and proposed development of a 24 hour moderately priced restaurant, 24 

hour fuel/convenience store and a casual dining restaurant ;  

 

 WHEREAS, with the further expansion of the enterprise zone, the new additions will receive all the 

state and local amenities provided by the present enterprise zone; and 

 

 WHEREAS, a public hearing was held at 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 18, 2009 at the Wood 

River Hall where pertinent information was presented. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF THE COUNTY OF 

MADISON, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:  

 

(1) That the County Board of the County of Madison hereby approves, subject to the concurrence of the 

city councils of the cities of Alton and Wood River; the village boards of trustees of the villages of 

Bethalto, East Alton, Hartford, Roxana and South Roxana, and the Illinois Department of Commerce 

and Economic Opportunity; the expansion of the Riverbend Enterprise Zone to include the properties 

identified in Exhibit ñAò hereby incorporated by reference; 

 

(2) That the County Board of the County of Madison, subject to the passage of comparable ordinances 

by the city councils of the cities of Alton and Wood River; the village boards of trustees of the 

villages of Bethalto, East Alton, Hartford, Roxana and South Roxana; and subject to the approval of 

the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity hereby approves the new boundary 

description of the enterprise zone as identified in Exhibit ñBò hereto; 

 

(3) That the County of Madison will provide all local benefits and amenities in the expanded territory as 

is currently being accorded to inhabitants of the Riverbend Enterprise Zone; and 

 

(4) That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately following its passage, approval, 

recording, inspection and publication, as may be required, according to law.

A RESOLUTION  DESIGNATING THE COUNTY OF MADISON, 

ILLINOIS, AS A COUNTY-WIDE RECOVERY ZONE.  

 

 WHEREAS, The County of Madison, Illinois (the ñCountyò), is a duly organized and existing unit 

of local government created and existing under the provisions of the laws of the State of Illinois, and is 

now operating under the provisions of the Counties Code, as amended (the ñCounties Codeò); and 

 

 WHEREAS, in order to assist state and local governments in financing capital projects at lower 

borrowing costs and to stimulate the economy and create jobs, on February 17, 2009, the Congress of the 

United States of America enacted the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (the ñStimulus 

Actò), which Stimulus Act authorizes, inter alia, the issuance of ñrecovery zone economic development 

bonds,ò which bonds, if they meet certain requirements of the Stimulus Act, may be eligible for a direct 

payment by the United States of America to the issuer of forty-five percent (45%) of the interest coming 

due thereon, thereby affording certain potential economic benefits to the issuer of such bonds; and 

WHEREAS, the Stimulus Act also authorizes the issuance of ñrecovery zone facility bonds,ò which are a 

new category of exempt facility bonds eligible to be issued as tax exempt under the Internal Revenue 

Code of 1986, as amended, thereby also affording certain potential economic benefits to the issuer of such 

bonds; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to the Stimulus Act, recovery zone economic development bonds and 

recovery zone facility bonds must be issued by a State or local government pursuant to an allocation by 

the Secretary of the Treasury (the ñSecretaryò) of a portion of a nationwide volume limitation; and 

 

 WHEREAS, on June 12, 2009, the Secretary released Notice 2009-50, which sets forth the 

maximum amounts of recovery zone economic development bonds and recovery zone facility bonds that 

may be issued by each State, county and large municipality under the terms and provisions of the 

Stimulus Act; and 

 

 WHEREAS, in order to use such allocation and to issue recovery zone economic development 

bonds or recovery zone facility bonds, an issuer must first designate one or more ñrecovery zones,ò being 

areas (i) having significant poverty, unemployment, rate of home foreclosures or general distress, (ii) 

which have been designated by the issuer as economically distressed by reason of military base closure or 

realignment pursuant to the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990, or (iii) which had been 

designated as an empowerment zone or a renewal community on the date the Stimulus Act was enacted; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to the Stimulus Act, the proceeds of recovery zone economic development 

bonds must be used for one or more ñqualified economic development purposes,ò which purposes, as 

defined in the Stimulus Act, include expenditures for public infrastructure and the construction of public 

facilities; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Secretary has awarded the County an allocation of $11,937,000 for recovery zone 

economic development bonds and an allocation of $17,906,000 for recovery zone facility bonds; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County Board of the County (the ñCounty Boardò), has investigated the facts to 

determine whether the stable economic and physical development of the County is endangered by the 

presence in the County of significant poverty, unemployment, rate of home foreclosures or general 

distress (being, generally, the ñRecovery Zone Conditionsò), with a resulting decline of the County which 
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impairs the value of private investments and threatens the sound growth and the tax base of the County 

and the other taxing districts having the power to tax real property in the County (the ñTaxing Districtsò) 

and threatens the health, safety, morals and welfare of the public; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County Board has determined, in order to promote and protect the health, safety, 

morals and welfare of the public, that such Recovery Zone Conditions need to be addressed and that 

development and redevelopment within the County be undertaken and that to remove and alleviate such 

Recovery Zone Conditions in the County it is necessary to encourage private investment and restore and 

enhance the tax base of the County and the Taxing Districts by such development and redevelopment; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County has evaluated various lawfully available programs to provide such 

assistance and has determined that the use of the several incentives available to the County under the 

Stimulus Act are advisable and necessary to achieve the development and redevelopment goals of the 

County for the proposed recovery zone; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the officers and employees of the County who are responsible for planning and 

economic development studies and for making recommendations to the County Board as to such matters 

have reviewed the area of the County as a whole to determine whether such County-wide area qualifies as 

a ñrecovery zoneò for purposes of the Stimulus Act, and such staff has provided its analysis and 

recommendation, available to the County Board and in the offices of the County Clerk of the County, and 

by such analysis have advised the County Board that the County as a whole qualifies as a ñrecovery zoneò 

under the Stimulus Act as a result of significant poverty, high unemployment, a high rate of home 

foreclosures and general distress in the County as a whole; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the County Board is generally informed and familiar with the conditions now extant 

in the County; 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  by the County Board of The County of Madison, 

Illinois, as follows:  

 

 Section 1. Findings.  The County Board hereby determines that there exist conditions, 

including significant poverty, significant unemployment, a significant rate of home foreclosures and 

general distress within the County as a whole, which cause the County as a whole to be subject to 

designation as a recovery zone under the Stimulus Act. 

 Section 2. Recovery Zone Designated.  The County of Madison, Illinois as a whole, is hereby 

designated as a recovery zone for all purposes of and as provided in the Stimulus Act.  

 Section 3. Severability.  If any section, paragraph or provision of this resolution shall be held 

to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph 

or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this resolution. 

 Section 4. Superseder and Effective Date.  All ordinances, resolutions, motions or orders in 

conflict herewith be, and the same hereby are, superseded to the extent of such conflict, and this 

resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage by the County Board and 

approval as provided by law, without publication or posting or any further act or requirement.

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RESOLUTION SUPPORTING H.R. 3415 TO FREEZE FLOOD INSURANCE RATES 

 

 WHEREAS, U.S. Congressman Jerry F. Costello has introduced legislation, H.R. 3415, that would 

prevent changes in the current Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) flood insurance rate 

maps from being implemented in areas where there is an active effort underway to repair levees; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the recent decertification of levees in the Metro East 100 year protection means that 

when new flood maps are finalized, which is estimated to occur in September 2010, those homeowners 

living within areas now protected by levees and who have mortgages  issued by federally regulated 

banking institutions would be required to purchase flood insurance; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the effect of the bill would be to freeze current insurance rates in place at their current 

levels and to prevent the requirement for mandatory purchase of flood insurance from being implemented; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, that under the bill homeowners may still purchase federal flood insurance. 

 

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED  by the County Board of Madison County, Illinois to 

support H.R. 3415 introduced by U.S. Congressman Jerry F. Costello to freeze insurance rate levels and 

the implementation of revised flood insurance rate maps.
