The exhibit 

culminated in a drawing for the Abraham Lincoln Tribute quilt, designed and produced by Madison 

County residents as a fund raiser for the ñSociety.ò  The winner donated the quilt to our Collection.

(2) That the County Board of the County of Madison, subject to the passage of comparable ordinances 

by the city councils of the cities of Granite City, Madison and Venice and the County Board of the 

County of St. Clair; and subject to the approval of the Illinois Department of Commerce and 

Economic Opportunity; hereby approves the new boundary description of the enterprise zone as 

identified in Exhibit "B" hereto; 

 

(3) That the County of Madison will provide all local benefits and amenities in the expanded territory as 

is currently being accorded to inhabitants of the Southwestern Madison County Enterprise Zone; and 

 

(4) That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately following its passage, approval, 

recording, inspection and publication, as may be required, according to law.

 WHEREAS, the County Board of the County of Madison, Illinois has determined that it is necessary 

and in the best interest of the County of Madison, and economic development interests countywide, to further 

add new property in the City of Edwardsville to the Gateway Commerce Center Enterprise Zone based upon 

Scott Credit Unionôs representation of their plans to build a new facility which will expand operations in 

Madison County, contingent on the following stipulation: construction must begin within 12 months after 

approval by the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity; and

(1) That the County Board of the County of Madison hereby approves, subject to the concurrence of the 

city council of the city of Edwardsville, the village board of trustees of the village Pontoon Beach, 

and the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity; the expansion of the Gateway 

Commerce Center Enterprise Zone to include the property identified in Exhibit "A" hereby 

incorporated by reference; 

 

(2) That the County Board of the County of Madison, subject to the passage of comparable ordinances 

by the city council of the city of Edwardsville, the village board of trustees of the village of Pontoon 

Beach, and subject to the approval of the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic 

Opportunity hereby approves the new boundary description of the enterprise zone as identified in 

Exhibit "B" hereto; 
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(3) That the County of Madison will provide all local benefits and amenities in the expanded territory as 

is currently being accorded to inhabitants of the Gateway Commerce Center Enterprise Zone; and 

 

(4) That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately following its passage, approval,

the Madison County Ordinance in order to continue placement of a single wide manufactured 

home on site for the occupancy of Brian Sawyer and Tonya Clark for a period not to exceed five 

years.
